SHE BUFFALO BISHOP’S DISCOURSE,

8 Youching Tribute by the Rev, Dr. Ryan—
The Yirtues of the Dead.

Bishop Ryan of Buffalo paid an eloquent
tribute to his friend and brother, the late Arch- | a
bishop. During the sermon the reverend
prelate was much affected, and at times was
well-nigh overpowered with emotion. He
ook for his text The Apocalypse, xiv:

18. And 1 hesrd a voice from Heaven, n%«o me:

pest from thetr labors: for thelrp‘rorn !oﬂow’them’:
" These words, said the Bishop, declared the { L;
Blessedness of the faithful, the martyrs who |
Jaid down their lives for their Lord and re-
ligion, in defence of - the faith. - From the first
days of Christianity their ranks had been
swelled : in every age, in every land, men had
gone forth in the martyr spirit, not holding
their lives dear unto them that they might
finish their course. Theirs were lives of
holy sacrifice. Thousands had freely spent
themselves in the service of their Master. laid
themsclves on the altar of God, forsaken everg'-
thing that the human heart naturally hol
dear—home, friends, native Jand and those ten-
der domestic ties which bind the soul to earth,
$uo order that they might offer a sacrifice and
self-immolation. Such heroism deserved to be
recorded on earth, and the voice from Heaven
declared their blessedness. This self-immola-
tion wus essentially inherent in the Christian

hood. The priestly calling, life and minis.
attested the gnnuh:e martyr’s spirit, which
was called into daily exercise.

We need not. however, go back to the bright
and beaming days of early Chiristianity to flud
martyrs in the cause of truth and the discharge
of holy duties. - Neither need we to-day go to
the islunds of the Pacific or crowded plague:
stricken cities where pestilence walks abroad
and discase and death are in the atmosphere.

The Farmers’ Frauds Commistee Finishes
Taking Evid for the Sessi

OTTAWA, May 16.—Kvidence was resumed
before the “Hayfork” Committee to-day.
Lewis Lapierre of Paris gave a note for $300
to the Ontario Grain and Seed Wheat Com-
pany, of which Hewitt of London was Presi-
dent, for thirty bushels of grain, taking the
company’s bond that they would- purchase
one-third of the product of the seed
wheat in the fall He afterwards be-
came President of the company and had
never been asked for payment of the note.
Tho company made himm a present and gave
him 8500 of puid up stock. This was becanse
he was the first in his county Lo buy this sced
grain. He resigned from the Presidency on
April 30. The capital stock was $35,000, Hewitt
told him they had $1600 deposited in the Bank
of London. Witness caused amusement
by deseribing the provisos he put in the
note to suit his wife's cautious disposition.
In fuct he tore up two or three notes in his
etforts to suit his wife.

Editor World: Will you kindly grant me
spuce for a few faots regarding the above un-
just and injurious enactment. It is unjust be-
cause it discriminates against the small store-
keeper in the outskirts and suburbs of the cily
and in favor of the large merchant near the
centre who has for years closed at 6 and 7 p.m.,
and who is a large employer of the very class
the law is supposed‘to benefit, whilo the small
storekeeper generally does his own werk and
his cuslomérs are people who have not the
timo during the day to make their mlrchuu.

It seems to me that a law regulating the
hours ‘of labor of those employed in stores
would have the desired effect without injurin
anyone. The present season is an unexceptional-
Jy hard one for peoplo in busin and it would
not look unreasvnable for employes
hour or two exira, if by deing so they enable
their employers to pull” through, for afterall
it f the hours of labor the means
living are obtained. That employers are not
all rolling in wealth rground out of their em-
ployes the daily reco of insolvents shows.
