Another of thu world'» lenders has been | 
strnck down by the unsparing hand of 
death. On New Year’s eve, a few mo­
ments before the bells heralded the dawn 
of another year, Gambetta, the man who 
has occupied such a prominent position In 
the fortunes of France since its birth as a 
republic was announced, passed to hie 
rest. À writer of Harper's Magazine, who 
was in Paris three days before the fall of 
Sedan, was pointed out a man vigorously 
pushing hie way through the excited 
crowds assembled on the boulevards, and 
the remark was made, “ Look 1: there goes 
Gambetta. If the Prussians enter Paris, 
he will be the first man in France." This 
prophecy was amply fulfilled as past 
events have shown. Ho came of poor pa­
rents, and while only eight years of age 
lost one of his eyes by an accident. To 
this accident it is said was attributable the 
failure of hie parents' intention to make 
him a priest, as his unruly conduct at 
school, fostered by fond parental indul­
gence In pity for his misfortune, resulted 
m his being allowed to follow the bent of 
bis own invliuatione. At eighteen yeanV 
of age he went to study law in Paris, antk 
his qualities as a debater soon brought him 
into notoriety, and finally r« suited in hie 
election to the Corps Legislatif for the de­
mocratic district in which lie lived. His 
after career lias been a brilliant one, in 
spite of many reverses and grievous dis­
appointments to Lis ambition. He 
wonderful statesman, with a clear intelli­
gent brain, quifk decisive action, lofty and 
just mind, and great oratorical powers. In 
bis death France loses one of her most ‘il­
lustrious sons, 
inst., amidst the most universal expres­
sions of mourning. Flags draped with 
crape were everywhere displayed, and the 
streets along the line of the funeral pro­
cession were packed with people. 200,000 
persons followed the hearse, including all 
the dignitaries of the republic.

Year Book bus just been laid on our 
table, containing a jiurnal of the pro­
ceedings of the Grand Division of that 
order in Nova Scotia for 1882. The 
Year Book is a carefully prepared and 
neatly printed document of nearly two 
hundred pages, supplying a vast 
«mount of valuable informatio» bear­
ing on one of the roost importa»! re­
forme of the present age. With respect 
to the order immediately interested 
the reports are on the whole encourag­
ing,—that is, there is no diminution of 
interest in temperance work ; but the 
progress is not nearly so great as the 
friends of 
During the year twelve Divisions have 
been drganized, and thirteen dormant 
Divisions resuscitated, making a total 
of 1Ô9 Divisions in working order, with 
an aggregate membership of 7157. 
number initiated during the year was 
3710, losses by removals, expulsions, 
and deaths, 2512, giving a net increase 
in membership of 12U4. For limited 
periods of the year the Agency Com­
mittee employed four lecturers, who, 
by public meetings and visits to 
schools, sought to promote an interest 
in tire order.

Not the least valuable portions of the 
Year Book are the reports from the 
County and District Deputies. In these 
reports the real temperance sentiment 
of the different communities is to be 
found. We regret to say that what­
ever encouragement may cheer the 
hearts of the order of the Sons of Tem­
perance in quarterly or annual sessions, 
the crumbs of comfort found in these 
brief reports are scant and far between. 
We are loath, indeed, to believe that 
the cause of Temperance throughout 
our fair Province is retrogading, yet a 
careful study of our Parliamentary re­
turns and a glance through the reports 
before us, connot but force the warm­
est friends of the cause to an admission 
that a Temperance sentiment has not 
grown with our growth and strength­
ened with our strength. The figures 
laid before Parliament last year show a 
considerable increase in the supply of 
intoxicants, while those Deputies who 
add comments to their returns, speak 
endly enough of the alarming increase 
in the use of the same. We shall
