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DISASTROUS FIRE!

Craig’s lron Foundry !

Ail Bathed to the Ground !
ESTIMATED 1OSS, $13,000.

Between five and eiz o'clock on. Sun-
@ay morning lust, the dieaded cry of
Fite ! rang through our streets. The
Mma,ority of our townspeople were wrap-
ped u the slumber usually indulged
h on.the morning of the day of rest;
sowe lew were already astir; but all
alike weéfe alarmed at the summone
rhut the most fiery of all vlements had
fancontrotinble sway in our midst, The
location of the lire was quickly diseo-
Vered to Le in Craig's lron Foundry.
‘Phe tire was first seen, we understand,
by Mr. Edward _Duavies and was then:
locuted someiwhere in the north.east
eorner of the blacksmith shop, close by
the canning fuctory, He gave the
hintm us soon as possible, and the fire
engine was got on the ground with as
firuth #peed as the lew men that first
teached the engine house, could put
forth. By the time the engine 18nched
the scene of action, the tirze had com-
f-letely enveloped the blacksmith shop,
engine room, machine shop and ware
fhiouse, and was breaking out in the can
hing factory. The tide wus completely
oat, but the only hope loruny consiier-
able supply of water was in the creek,
and this waas 8o low that it wus not un
til a harriedly construoted dam was
built that sufficient water was obtained
to cover the suction bese. After the
brakes were manned, it was found that
owing to the great length of hose, the
ouddy water, the awkward position of
the engine and that the waler had to

- be thrown op hill at least twenty feet
belore resching the outlet of the nok-

‘g e, that the force of the stream thrown
wvas oo insigniticant to be of the ser-
Yice it otherwise would have been.
However, everything was done that
could be under the tircumstances, and
the large crowd that now had collect
ed, with but few exceptions worked
nobly—the women as usual doing their
Yull share and more, working with the
enthusiasm and self-torgetfulness that
is part of their natures. I'lie fire spread
with lightning rapidity and soon the
Court House immediately adjoining the
warerooms of the Tactory and the brick
moulding shop situated omly about
twenty feet away from the hottest part
ol the lire, were so completely envelop
od in fiunwes, that the efforta to save
any portion of these buildings wereseen,
to be entirely futile. Attention was
therefore turned to protecting Mr.
Craig's new house, his barns; Mr, E,C,
Young's house and other houses in the
imavediate vicinity. Ladders ° were
brought, the reels of the bhouses man.

< cession were passed vup, A slight shower
that had occurred during the night alse
comtributed to mitigate the danger.

« A'ter the most strenuous exertions,
t1le lire was confined to the :foundry
buildinge, the cauning factory and the
Court house. ‘These, .were, however
completely consumed, all but the
walls of the moulding shop, which re-
amined standing. E. C. Young's house
wus only separated lrom the binz-
ing front of the Court liouse,
Ay sboutr tweaty-five feet; Gut by
hanging 4p a earpet, keeping thet
drenched with water and all ex-
posad portions of the house, it.ywas pre
wvented from cstehing. Cinders set fire
10 the rouls of Captain Longmire’s and
Mr. Albert Morég's houses, but the
blaze was discovered in time Lo prevent
any damage beingminu.

‘The fismes spreack.sg rapldly that the
amount saved from the burning build-
ings was of very slight consequence,
probably not’ more than five or ai1x hua
dred dollars in value. About all the
movable furniture in the Court House
was saved ; but the value of that is very
small. Both Mr. Craig's and Mr. Nutt's
,books were in their respeetive places
fof business. Mr. Craig was in time to

,#ave his books, but Mr. Nutt was
,‘wot o fortunate, and his books were
destroyed-
.- The origin of the §ire is shrouded
in mystery, as the only fire there had
~been in any portion of the foundry or
,eanning faglory was in the blacksmith
_shop forge, to make a few little nut
, bolts. Tne blackemith snys also that
be threw water on the fire before leav-
ing at night. Mr. Craig has always
been in the habit ol going all over the
premises before elosing lor the aight,
and on the night of the fire, he went to
the door of the emithy but finding it
locked and being considerably burden-
ed with a number of parcels in his
P""d-' thought it was not worth while
o go to the trouble of opening the‘
door, as everything was apparenotly all
zight and there was noreason to appre-
end any fire, Not even a plauaible
beory has been invented to aecount
for the fire.

Mr. Craig’s lnss 18 estimated at $8,000,
on which he had insurance of $J,000 in
Ahe Commercial Union office.

Mr. Craig bad but a few weeks pre-
viously, tsken into partnership a young
man named William McAdam, a former
resident of this place. The latter ins
vested every doliar o his savings, and
the calamity that has just occurred has
swept hia whole investment away. He
has a wife and three small ehildren,
and’ his easa js truly a hard one,

Mr. Natt loses about $3 500,0n which
he had insurance of $1,000 in the British
Awmerican office.. . Mr, Nutt is,compara
‘tively speaking, we think, quite as
heavy & loser as Mr, Craig; ns he has
lost his entire husiness, with the excep-
,!.inn of his smunll amount of insurance,

The Court House was valuéd at about
-31,5(”: on which there was insurance
-of $800. We faney that there will not

be ary overwhelming amount of groan
ing over the loss of our palace of jus
tice, 1n this town, at least, as the much
needed new Court llouse is now a sine
‘gua non.

“I'he 2awn, ip the stoppage and erippling
of these two important ivdustvies, has
guflered a very serious calamity in common
with the unfortunate owners, and the uni-
versal aympathy e xpressed for them iz even
mor- heartfeit from this fact. Qiite a
wumber of men arv thrown out of employ-
mcot, and a8 several of them are the heads
of familiea their cases are well worthy
cdmmiseration, . Mr. Craig, the proprietor
of the faugdiy, is ane of the most - indus-
trioys and haw! working swen that has
ever lived in .the town; he is general'y
yespr cted and has eained & worlky pame
tor himself, for rqunee Lusiness dealing.
Mr. Nutt hiss only lived with us for two o
shirec yenr | but he has won for himself in
that time, the eonfilence and respeet of oll
his fellow towmemen.  His venture 1o the
¢ort! canning buxinerg, owing te a numicr
ot advenie eircamstances, entirely beyond
his control, hax proved xomewhat of & il
wre ; bt with indefatignble energy lie has
stuck to hiz np-hill work  only to se¢e all

The insurance on the Court House
bad beeu renewed but a few days pre-
viously.

Mr. Nutt up to a month or iwo ago
carried $1,800 insurance; but allowed
$800 of the amount to run out. '

Some of the cinders were carried =
least a mile and a half from the scene
of the fire.

When the fire first was seen the wind
was blowing in a direction that would
have scnttered the burning cinders in
the most thickly inhabited part of the
town; but fortunately the wind sud-
denly shifted to north-west, and carsied
ed the cinders to where the danger was
much less.

On Friday afternoon, the Canadian Gov-
ermment « flicial car contnining the vicere-
gal party, consisting of the Gowernor
General and Lady Lansdowne, - Lady
Florence Anson, Hon, Henry Anson and
Mr. Steatfield, left Kenteille em route for
Annapolis, At the diflerent stations nlony
the toute, where it was knowa the party
wag to [wis through, lsrge numbers of
the people assembled and heartily
cheered the Governor Guneral when bhe
caiue out on-the platform. At Bridgetown
it wak not generally known at what hour
the special was to pass, 8o that vory few
people were present when the train stop-
ped for 8 few minutes. The Goveruor
Genoial, hewevor, seeing some people oo
the statiom ptatform, cnme cut un the plat.
form of the car and in a wery ofi-land
manner, bid the company good evumiug,
which was veaponded ¢0 by those present.

present at the time went forward and bid
bis excellency welcome 10 our couuntry,
and others ongaged in conversation with
the Marquis. As the train left the Station
thowe present gave him three hearty cheers,
Arriving st Avnapolis about 7 p. m., the
Governor General's party was met at the
station by Mr, Cowling and Mr. Owea, two
mweombers of the reecrptivn committes, and
sscorted ¢o carriages 18 walting, The
Auonapelis Brass Bind was preseat, and
plpyed God Bave the Queen as the party
alighted.
