Encouraging Sign of the Times
LONDON, Jan. 23—The rate of dis­

count of the Bank of England was to­
day reduced from 5 to 4 per cent.

The reduction of the bank rate was 
a foregone conclusion, owing to the 
rapidly improving financial conditions 
prevailing everywhere, which caused 
the market for discount rates to fall 
to 3& per cent. The return of cash 
from the country considerably swelled 
the reserve, which will be increased in 
the near future by the receipt of bar 
gold from Egypt and Australia as 
well as bar gold now enroute to Lon­
don. This will include $5,000,000 worth 
of gold, which probably will be secur­
ed by the^Bank of England on Mon­
day. Other influences tending toward 
the reduced bank rate are the improv­
ed conditions prevailig on the conti­
nent, forecasting early reductions in 
the bank rates of France and Ger­
many, and the likelihood of the re­
turn of gold from America to Argen­
tine Republic thus relieving the de­
mand on London. The announcement 
of the bank rate had a favorable ef­
fect on the London Stock Exchange, 
where the reduction of a half tier cent 
only, had been anticipated.

The Canadian railways during the 
year ended June 30th, 1907, killed
one out of every 459,104, and injured 
one out of every 41,299 passengers 
•arried. The total number of passen­

gers killed was 70 and the total num­
ber injured 349. Besides this 249 em­
ployes lost their lives or were hurt on 
level crossings or on the tracks of the 
railways the record of accidents 
amounts uo to 587 killed and 1,698 in­
jured—a gruesome result of a single 
year’s operations. The slaughter of 35 
persons and injuries to 287 others are 
attributed to broken rails, and the 
need of care in the manufacture of 
this portion of railway equipment is 
thereby strongly emphasized. Now? that 
the heavy demands on the steel rail 
mills have eeafced the makers may find 
it possible to turn out a higher class 
article and better calculated to stand 
the increased strain of present day 
traffic. The year’s accidents cost the 
mil ways $1,961,970, including $642,248 
for injuries to persons. Amongst the 
remedies urged are a stricter inspec­
tion of rails, roadbed and equipment, 
the adoption of a thorough block sy­
stem and an emphatic holding to ac­
count of those responsible for acci-
