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avy kind of ore or tsilings suitable for tho oyanido procers, but is not bo-
yond doubt that tho increass in costs nocesssrily resulting from such troat-
ment will provent the uso of this method for poor ore or tsilings, Tho ro-
sults of the experiments on & largo scalo with low-gredo tailings now going
on in South Africs will prove very valuablo in that respect. In csses whore
the gold is partly in cosrae partioles in the ore, smalgamation cannot bs dis.
poosed with, If tho oro is a cloan quar!z ore, smslgamation can procede or
follow the cysnido treatment, With clayey oto, whero dry oro only can be
treated by porcolation, or whoro the sgitation method is used, smalgamation
hss to fullow such treatment,

Although it is truo that the cyanido process answers bost with eo-oslled
froo-milling ore, its profitable application ia not limited to that. Tho treat-
ment of ores in which tho procious metals aro conoected with sulphuro.s,
and where, bosides tho gold, the silver is of importance, wiil in many cases
prove of greator advantage by this prucess than by any otber. Aithoogh
the consumption of cyanide, and thereforo the cost, will bo Ligher, and the
percontago extracted n.i as high a8 with froe-milliog ore, yet the process will
be in its propor plsce where ore of low or moderate grade has to bo treated.

In order to show what ¢yanide can do with sulphurets, lot me quuie the
irstance of the Sylvia Mine, Tarara, New Zland, with which I was con-
nected for over two yoars. The oro to be treated by the oyanide process
conslsted of slmost pure sulphurets, from concentrating works. Copper
pyrites, zine biende, galena and iron pyrites were the main constituents, be.
eides quarlz which did not smount to more tkan about 10 per cent. with fino
slime concentrates. Tho valuee were from $26 to 8200 and more per ton,
consisting of gold and silver, the proportions by weight varying from 4 to
10 of silver to 1 of gold. With the finest and most vajuable matorial the
extraction was in the best case 96.45 per cent. gold and 04.59 per cent, :il-
ver, and the avoiage about 85 per cent. of the tolal value. The coarser and
less valusble material proved less favorable, snd only 75 per cont. of the
total value wes extracted. The ex raciion was effected by agitating the
oro for about 12 hours with a eolution of cysnide containing mostly
0.5 per cont. pure cyanide, the percentage varying with the quality
of the ore treated. I scarcely think thst abywhere in this country
similar kinda of ore could bo treated by the cyanide process with advantage.
Bat in a country without smelters and eo far away from sny that lower grade
oro could not bear the cost of freight and shipment, it was a decided success.

In summarizing, lot mo state again that 1 consider the cyanide process
will prove succoessful, and has proved so in the patt, when applid properly
in dealing with: 1. S.-called froe-milling vre; in connection with amalga-
metion when 1Le gold is partly cosree, 2. Refractory ore of low and
moderate grado ; espacially when a lsrger perceuitage of the vslae is made up
of silver. 3. In excoptiunal cases with high-grade refractory ore.
