Oxt of the largest fish over seen in Winnipeg
was recoeived by J. H. Davis, fish dealer, last
week., Jt was a monstrous specimen of the
halibut species and came from British Columbia.
Tho weight of the fish was 154 pounds. The
oxpress charges come heavy on fresh fish from
tho coast, and economy in shippinyg is necossary.
In tho case of this large halibut, the waste in
tho head and tail is placed at between fifteen
and twenty pounds, upon which express charges
would havo to bo paid. In shipping large fish,
if the useless parts such as the head were re-
moved, a very considerablo saving would be
made in express charges.

TuerE appears to be something unpleasant
in connection with the recent sale of the catate
of C. W. Gauthier, of Selkirk, Man. A large
fishing business is carried on on Lake Winnipeg
by this concern and a similar business is carried
on down east. ‘The Lake Winnipeg business it
is claimed has paid well, but the eastern busi-
ness has been nosatisfactory, An eastern man
has now stepped in and gobbled up the whole
plant and stock, valued at about $75,000, under
execution, leaving local creditors entirely in tho
Jurch for goods supplied the company, to the
amount of ten or twelvo thousand dollars.
Winnipeg creditors are entirely out in the cold.
Thero is a fishy smell about the business,
though the locil creditors still hope to make
something out of their claims.

Tue Manitoba Colonist, for April is out, and
it is a fine number, being filled with informa.
tion about the conntry, in a condensed form.
This is the kind of matter which is most
valuable to the country, end useful to the
reader. Northern Manitoba receives special
attention in the issne and a few columns are
devoted to relating the experiences of practical
western farmers, as told by themselves, The
Colonist is not sectional. It has no object in
favaring onoe district over another, and avoids
comparisons such as are some times mado with
the object*of showing the superior advantages
of cne district over nnother, but which often
have the effect of injuring the country as-a
whole. Following on these lines 7he Colonist
will do a great dealof good wheraver it goes,
in making kuown the advantages of the West.

Tue annual report of the Dominion Minister
of the Interior has been completed. In Mani.
toba and the Territorics, during 1889, there
were 696,050 acres of homestead ontries,
212,651 acres of pre-emptions, aud 177,092 acres
were sold. The area entered by actual settlers
was greater than any year excapt 1882 and 1883,
the increase over 1883 being 275,000 acres.
Arrangements are being made by which the
difficulty causcd by the abolition of pre.omp-
tions will be avoided and sottlers givén an
opportunity to purchase the adjoining quarter
section on easy terms, The net revenue of the
department for the year ending October, 1889,
was §588,861 agninst $563,709 for the previous
year.
