The whole scene was
jmpresi e, The old and the young were there—the
barefoote * and bareheaded, as well as tho forms pro-
tteted by « ~ond cloth and furs—the Roman Catholic
and the Protestant surrounding the white-robed 1ninis-
ters of God.  Around were the frowning rocks wiich
Jine our rugged shores. and aguinst which the rolling
sraves of the broad Atlantic-were at the moment lashed
in fosm, mingling their angry roar with the solemn
sounds of prayer and praize which ascended to Heaven
Srom the spot then cousecrated as the resting place of
the dead.
