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part of whom occupy the villages at the entrance of the Bauges; and I this
day pulh forward my advanced guarc into the intcrior of the mountainsMy.condua wil be guided by the dircoveries which I fhall make. I hopcthat in a wcck the whole country will be under the French dominion, frontGeneva ta Mount Cenis.

If M. Anfelmc fhould be asfortunate asmy felf, all the flates of the Kin
of Sardinia will foon be reduced, except'Piedmont, and Sardinia itfeif. Te
march'of my army is like a triumphal procellion. The people of the coun,
try, and thofe.of the town flock round us'; and the thrce-coloured cockade
is cvery wherc difplayed!

" A deputation from Chambery came to me the day before yefterday, atthe place of Marches; and ycfterday morning i fet off with ico cavairy,cight companies of grenadiers, and four pieces of cannon, to take poffeflion
of that capital. The Municipality attended at the gate, in their robes, to
dliver the keys; the chief Magifrate expreffed to me the refpea and attach.
ment ôf the people of Savoy to the French nation; and in the name of that
generous nation, I promifcd protedion,' peace, and .liberty ta the people
of Savoy. I then proceeded to the Common Hall, where i received the ho.
mage of the citizens; after which, all my fuite partook of a fplendid enter-
tainment, which had been prepared. I cannot give too much praife to the
foldiers and volunteers for their behaviour, it could not be more regular in
their own country.

I thought it due to the frank and loyal condua of the Magiftrates7and
Citizens of Chanberg, ta let them have at the Cornmon Hall a guard of.thc
armed burghers; and they feemed much plcafed with this mark of confi-
dence.

" This day the Tree of Libcty fhall be planted with proper ceremonyo
in the principal fquare in the city.

" It appears ta me that the minds of. the people here are difpofed to a re-
volution fimilarto ouis. I have already heard them fpeak of an 84th depart-
ment, annexed to France. It is defirable, that i fhould know the wifh.of
Government in this refpea, -for I think that I could have an influence as to
the part which will be taken here. Whatever.may happen, here isourob-
jea accomplifhed. This event is very formidable ta Genevaand all Switzer-
land. I have demanded the liberty of fome prifoners, arrefted for having fpok-
ent in defence of the French Revolution. i have delivered fome othersi- who
were orily'accufed of fmuggling. I have faid, befider, that the nation would
leave ta the laws of the country their free courfe, until the Savoyard nati.on
fl1ould have willingly changcd them. I intreat you tO inform me, if I
ought to. holdany other language; until then i fhall not interrupt.the courfG
of the ordinary laws, or the fun&ions- of the Magiffrates. Perhaps, in gr-
der ta replace the adminiftrative authority of the ancient government, untl
it ihall be changed, it may be neceffary ta appoint a Governor of this pro-
vince; I can here exercife onlya military authority, which would:be to
u[e theright of conqueft. i leave this enquiry to. your wifdom.

" Youinuft imrmediately determine upon the number of tro.ps to:b
wintered in this country, for the:campaign will clofe on the. i5 th of Oar.
