St. SteraEN.—Christ Church —The many
friends of the Rev. Theodore E. Dowling,
Rector of Christ Church, will remomber that
it was found nocessary that he shonld leave his
work in @otober last, to go with his wife. whoe
was in very delicate health, to a milder cli-
mate to spend the winter, The parishioners
have had the pleasure of welcoming their rec-
tor back, and hope soon to greet Mra. Dowling
who is preparing to return early in June, some-
what improved in health,

But while all are rejoiced to see their pastor
again in his accustomed place, and to feel the
influence of his devout and orderly rendering
of the services, there is a widespead feeliug of
regret, not only within the parish, but also
among tho many friends the Rector and his
‘wife have made ibroughout the town, at the
announcoment of his intended resigunation.
This announcemeunt was formally made ata
meeting of the Church Corporation, tle reason
assigned being, that the most competent medi-
oal authorities had wpronounced it unsafe for
Mrs. Dowling to pass the winter months in this
climate. The Rector, having been obliged
twice within a few years pnst to leave the

arish for a period of several months, and soe-
Ing in the future a strong probability that the
same courso would have to be repeated, had
arrived- at the conclusion, though very unwil.-
lingly, that the only course opon to him in
justice to the parish was to resign his charge.

The parishioners are pleased, however, to}
learn that Mr, Dowling intends to remain with!
them during the summor, hisresignation to taku
effect about 1at Septombeor.

It is sincerely to be hoped that an able and
earnest priest may thon befound to carry on
the work in this important parish, with its
beautifal Church and hearly services.

DIOCESE OF QUEBEC.

QuEBEc.— We rogret to have to chronicle the
fact that the Rev, M. M. Fothergill, the esteem-
od rector of St. Peter’s Church in this ¢ity. has
placed his resignation in the hands of the Lord
Bishop of the Diocese. in order to enter upon
his duties at New Canaan, about forty miles
from New York city, where he has been ap-
pointed by the Bishop of that Dincese to an 1m-
portant clerical charge. Mr. Fothergill's de-
parture from Quebec will leave a blank which
will not be easily filled. He has been Rector
of St. Peter's since November, 1866, when he
sncceeded in that cbarge, the present Lord
Bishop of Niagara. The reverend gentleman
was ordained by the late Bishop Mountain on
arriving in the country and prior to hisappoint-
ment to St. Peter's had filled the Mission of
Daoville, and had also acted as curate to the
Rov. Armine Mountain at St. Michael's. Mr.
Fothergill is Secrotary of the Church Society of
the Diocese of Qaebec, Inapector of Government
Schools, and Chaplain of the Marine and Fimi-
grant Hospital, He was for twelve years Ru-
ral Dean of Quebec, and for many years Secre-
tary of the Diocesan Synod. Mr. Fothergill
will leave a very great void and bosts of warm
friends and well-wishers behind him in Quebec,
whore his natural warm heartedness and his ac-
tivity and zeal in church and educational mat-
ters have marked him for a long time past as
one of the prominent figares of the Protestant
commnnity, Mr. Fothergill will not definitely
leave Quebec until the mouth of September. He
will Be succeeded at St. Petor's Church by the
Rev. A. J. Balfour, of Meclbourne,—Quebec
Chronicle, May 11th.

Lay Reader.—Mr. Edgar Hatch, who is stu-
dying at the University of Oxford, with the in-
tention of taking Holy Orders, has taken up
his residence for a time in Quebee, and has been
licensod Luy Reader in St. Matthew's Parish,
during his sojourn here.

DIOCESE OF MONTREAL.

MonTREAL.—The Executive Committee of
the Diocese ot on the 8th inst., the Bishop
presiding. The report of 1the Treasurer how-
od the varioue funds to be in a satisfactory con-
dition, the Mission fund having over $4,000 to
its credit. One of the members present en-
quired whether the larger amount this than at
the same time last year resulted in whole or in
part from a number of the missions being va.
cant or not; but the Seoretary wasnotin a
position to answer the enquiry. Doubtless,
this will account in some degree for the large
credit balance, salthongh it is to be hoped an
examination of the contributions from city and
country will also show & real increase.

The Committee on Grants also met, and af-
ter considering two or three special cases ad-
journed till the 7th June, when the grants for
the coming year will be determined.

The Ezocutive Committee of the Dunham
Ladies College, also met in the Synod Hall,
but the business transacted has not been made
public.-

Trinity Church—At the adjourned Vesiry
meeting held on Monday evening, Tth May,
the financial statement for the twelve months,
ending the lst Muy, inst., wassubmitted, show-
ing :—Receipts from all sources, $5,361.75;
disbursements covering all expenses of the
charch, including interest on debt, $6,926,63 ;
leaving a surplus cash in hand of $432.22. It
was decided to engage the services of a - psro-
chial missionary to seek such Church of Eng-
land families within the limits of the parish as

with the object of bringing such to the services
of the chu:ch. It was salso rerolved that tre
rector be requesied to administer the Holy
Communion after evening service, once in each
month.

At the annual meeting of the Corporation of
the Montreal Diocesan Theological college, the
report of the treasarer was submitted, showing
gross receipts to be $7,119.58, and & eash bal-
ance on hand of $836.563. The Educational
council suggested the appointment of a resi-
dent tutor, thus increasing the teaching power
of the college, but the question was referred to
a special meoting to be held the let of June.
Messrs. C. Garth and R Evans, were re elected
a8 governors, and Messrs. S. Carsley and H. J.
Mudge, to fill vacarcies that have occurred
daring the year.

The children of the Guild of the Holy Child-
kood of 1he parish of St. John the Evangellst,
have, during the winter months, been tanght
sewing at the residence of Mrs. Stuart, 243
B'eury street, by several ladies, foremost among
whom may bo mentioned Miss Liovell and Miss
Spence, who have been most untiring in their
offorts. As a result of the labors of tha little
ones, Mrs. Stuart’s drawing-room was on May
8th. converted into & fancy fair, when tho
work done by them was exposed for sale, with
the sutisfactory result that over $50 were added
to the Baptistery fund of the Church.

On Tuesday evening, May 8th, Principal
Adams, of Bishop's College, gave a very able
lecture in St. George’s school-room, on the life
and writings of Lord Macaulay,—the lecture
being in aid of the “Williams Wing"” of the
College.

Core Sr. PaurL.—An Eptertainment consist-
ing of music (vocal and instrumental and reci-
tations) was held in the Parochial Hall on the
evening of the 9ch inst, at which an excellent
programme was presented to alarge and appre-
ciative audience. Miss Anderson, Miss Cornell,
Miss Lyons, of Montreal; Miss Lottie Simp-
kins, of St. Gabriel ; Mrs. Spedding, and Misses
Higging and Sioders, of Cote St. Paul, with a
pumber of the S 8.children, took part in the
programme, the singing of Miss Cornell and
Anderson, eliciting hearty applause and encores.

Ascension Day was daly observed at the
Church of the Redeemer by evening service,
Dr. Davidson officiating.

DI®CESE OF TORONTO.

Porr Hore.—A. very successful Mission was
held at St. Mark’s, Port Hope, by the Rev. Re-
ginald 8. Radecliffe, rector of Mount Forest, and
C. Elwin S. Radcliffe, of Arthur. The Mission
commenced on the 25th of April, St. Mark's
day, by the incumbent, Rev. 8. 8. Baker, pre-
senting the Missioner’s each with a violet stole,
authorising them to preach the word and ad-
minister the sacraments for eight days.
