Dignt Nuck.—This mission which

under the care of Rev. John Purtridge.
Tleve are four stations at which the mis-
sionary holds servico, three on Digby
Neck, and one, by a strange allotment,
at South Range, to reach whick the mis-

vionary wust needsdrive nearly 30 mi[esl

eud pass near the churches at Marshall-
town and Barlon, the former {lttnched to
the parish of Digby, and the latter to
Weymouth. The most important station
is Sawdy Cove, a picturesque and thriv-
ing village of fishermen, about twenty
miles from Digby. Here the “parsen”
(as hie is always called by the peop'e in
contradistinetion to the dissenting mins-
ter) lives, and here is the prineipal
Church, a neat little building with cross-
tipped spire, crowning the hill which
ovorlooks the Cove. A great improve-
ment coubl ba made in the interior by
renoving thoe west gallery aud replacing
the box pews by proper seals. In former
days the congregation was as good as the
Church: but it is asad case of sheep
scattered for want of a shepherd. DBut
three or four families have remained
steadfast to  tho Chureh, and so few are
the children that when tha Clerieal Sec-
retary was organizing his “Royal Re-
serves” here & few weoks ngo, he could
not find enough of “Christ’s faithful
soldiers and servants” for office bearers.
aud so resorted to the expedient of en-
rolling under His banner, in another
way, children who are unbaptized.
Rossicay, 14 miles west of Sandy Cove
is the next place in importance. Here
is nlso a neat Church, similar to that in
Sandy Cove, but smaller. Although
dissent has here made great Tavages too,
Church matters are in a more satisfae-
tory state, for there are still some few
to whom the missionary can lock for
sympathy and encouragement.  The
other station on Digby Neck is Mink
Core, threo miles cast of Sandy Cove
The services here are heid in a school-
house. Soutl Range has a snug little
church, appropriately called the “Church
of the Wilderness,” It would measure
pothaps, fifteen feet by twerty, yet it has
a tower and a spire complete. .This, as
well asthe churclies on the Neck, was
built by thelate Dean Bullock, who was
the first missionary here, and is still
held in affectionate remembrance. There
are fow here who appraciate the Church
services, and none to respond.  There is
ample room in the Digby Neck mission
for the services of true missiorary zeal,
and it i3 to be hoped that Mr. Partridge's
labours will Lot pass unrewarded,

Newrorr.—St. James’ Church has just
been reshingied ; and all the Churches
in the Parish have been insured. The
tev.

LuxeyBurg.—The Rev. R. Wainwright,
Clerical Secretary of the Diocese, has
spent a week in a visit to this Parish,
and its several districte, i “aid of the
objects and funds of the Boards of Hoine
and Foreign Missions.

And thus we have another
instance that the onlisting of geod and
devoted women, in works of piety and
usefulness, is a most effectiva means for
good. The most kind and liberal response
which the Rector recently roceived in
Yarmouth, and in Halifax, to an appeal
foraid to diminish the Yiabilities due on
the New Church, has resulted in eutting
down the delt one-half, and we antici-
pate that, when the proceeds of the work
of the Sewing Circle are realised, the
balance will not be much over $200. The
resent opportunity is taken to refer to
an observation in an “ Appeal,” issuing
from a neighboring parish, and which
might lead parties nuacquainted with the
facts, to suppose that we had been aided
in the building of our Chuich by the
inhabitants of that town.

Nevor probably, was a Church erected in
this Province under greater and more
peculiar diffieulties. In his desperate
emergency. The Rector, with the kind
sanction of his clerical brother, applied
to his friends in Digby for assistance,
and they generously contributed between
240 and 850, for which grateful thanks
wore tendered. Wo always endeavor to
do what we can, whenever application is
made to us from other parishes, either for
the erection of Churches or other ohjects,
as those of the Clergy and Laity, who
have been among us, can festily.
