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Province of Quebee. It the Club can only
arrive at a proper way to remedy (he present
defects in the laws altecting our game, they
will certainly benefit all houest sportsmien,
Our auimals, from which the hunier derives
pleasure, should be properly defined ; their
historic names oughi to appear in the law in
order to conjoin a proper nomenclature of the
game fauna thronghout the Dominion. The
animal ealled an elk in the west, is not the elk
of the Provinee of Quebee ; in faet the animalx
belong to two distinct genera, and as dillerent
in form as a butlalois from a deer. We know
that when a number of intelligent =portsmen
meet to form laws of this nature, their decision
will be generally correet 5 in tiet, more so than
the poor attempts o far made by any party in
a Provincial Parlinnent.  The proceedings of
the Michigan Sportsman’s Associdtion have
shown this to be the case, and we trust thai
the above combined Clubs will follow tleir
example—C.

The ruftel grouse commonly known as par-
tridge, are not reported abundant near Montreal
this fall. A person must now go to the Lau-
rentian Mountaing, otherwise the chance of
obtaining the rafted benuties on the low wood-
lands, will be poor indeedd.  Tlie few birds
noticed on the isiand, may have been bread
on Mount Royal, where all birds, even hawks
and owls are protected. To onr knowledge,
abont a dozen brace have bronght up their
broods on the three conjoinel mountuins
this past summer. On the morning of the
14th ult., & young male ruffed grouse flew
against one of the windows of Mr. Walter
_ Paul’s grocery in this city ; it was killed by the
concussion. We conjecture where this bird
came from, and, morcover, Lelieve that all
the birds bred there, when strong cuougli,
leave for other localities where they winter
without being 0 much molested.

Thousands of black squirrels have been
killed near, Hornellsville, N.Y., during the

month of Outober. The grey variely were
abundant throughont the Nastern Townshipm
this fall. The species (bluck and grey heing
the same) migrate, and they, doubtless, took
advantage ol the late beantitul October to reach
new localities.  The specimens which we ob-
tained from the townships, were it and excel
lent cating.

A ¥iNE specimen of the Suow Owl was shot
near the Grand Ligne Depot on the 20th ult,,
and a Pine Grosbeak was tuken near Montreal
on the snme flate.  The arrival of these birds
from the far north indicutes the approach of
cold weather.

Tie attention of Entomologists is called to
. the fuet that the collection of Tuvsaxorrena
S (Thrips) of this country have been neglected.
Mr. Theo. Pergnade, of Washington, writes to
sny that ¢ there seems to be nobody among the -
entomologists in this country who tukes an
interest in this group of insects”  Mr. Ler
gande is now studying Tnuvsaxorrera, and he
will be pleased to receive specimens from all
parts of Americn.
