| I have the honor to refer to conversations which have
taken place between officers of the Canadian Legation and of
the Department with respect to the application of the United
States Selective Training and Service Act of 1940, as amended,
to Canadian nationals residing in the United States.

As you are aware the Act provides that with certain
SXceptions every malc éitizen of the United Statcs and cvery
other male person residing in the United States bectween the
ages of 18 and 65 shall rcgister. The Act further provides
that, with certain eéxceptions, registrants within specified
9g¢ limits are lisblc for active military scrvice in the United
States armed forees.

This Government rccognizes that from the stdndpoint of
Morale of the individuals concerncd and the over-all military
Cffort of the countrics at war with the Axis Powers, it would
be desirable to permit ccrtaiﬁ classes of individuals who have
Pegistered or who may rcgister under the Selective Training
%14 Service Act of 1940, as amended, to enlist in the armed
