SEED GRAIN

REQUEST FOR WIPING OUT 0F LIENS

On the orders of the day:

Mr. JOHN BRACKEN (Leader of the
Opposition): Mr. Speaker, I wish to direct a
question to the Minister of Mines and
Resources. It arises eut of the administration
of seed grain liens made under the autherity
of a dominion statute passed in April, 1915.
At that time the act was administered by the
Department of the Interior. 1 understand that
the respensibility in. that connection bas new
been taken over by the Minister of Mines
and Resources. By the agreement autborized
by this act the dominion government main-
tains liens which have priority over municipal
dlaims. My question is this: - I view of the
fact that the dominion government does not
appear te regard these lions as live assets, will
the minister consider taking steps te have them
wiped eut?

Hon. J. A. GLEN (Minister of Mines and
Resources): Mr. Speaker, the hon. gentleman
gave me this question just before I came into

the lieuse. The gevernment did not censider
the suggestion made hy the question that these
are not live assets. As a matter of fact in
1927 powers were set up te deal with ail cases
where complaints are made with regard te
these assets, and adjustments are made frem,
time te time. The matter is the subi oct of
goverement policy, and the Minister of
Finance may have sometbing te say about it.
