The nuclear establishment
at Whiteshell comes under the jurisdiction of
Atomic Energy of Canada Limited, which
now reports to parliament through the
Minister of Mines and Technical Surveys.

Mr. Schreyer: Then may I ask a supple-
mentary question of the Minister of Mines
and Technical Surveys. Has that minister in-
volved himself in any steps or taken any
action to help settle the strike at this research
establishment?

Hon. Jean-Luc Pepin (Minister of Mines
and Technical Surveys): May I take this
question as notice.

Mr. Schreyer: Mr. Speaker, I have a ques-

tion for the Minister of Mines and Technical
whether certain directives have been issued
operators at the Atomic Energy plant at
Whiteshell, Manitoba. My question is, has the
minister or the government issued any direc-
tive to Atomic Energy of Canada Limited
relative to wage levels and wage differentials
to be paid as between the Chalk River plant
and the Whiteshell plant? Perhaps the minis-
ter may not want to answer at this time but
would like to take this as notice.

Mr. Speaker: The hon. member is asking
whether certain directives have been issued
to employees of the government. I suggest
that in that form the question cannot be
accepted at this time.

Mr. Chatterton: Can the minister advise if
a decision has been taken as to whether
members of the armed forces will be brought
into the Canada Pension Plan and their own
pension act amended accordingly?

Mr. Sharp: My recollection is that the
matter is being studied. It is very complicat-
ed, as are all these matters.
