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to the Secretary of State for External Affairs.
Perhaps at the saine time the minister could
avail himself of the opportunity of answering
the question put by the hon. member for
Mégantic.

Can the minister tell the house whîch reso-
lutions are presently being either sponsored
or co-sponsored by Canada at the current
general assembly of the United Nations?

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. That question
is flot acceptable; it is flot in order.

HIGHWAY SAFETY

ESTABLISHMENT 0F NATIONAL ACCIDENT
RESEARCH CENTRE

On the orders of the day:
Mr. Heward Graff±ey (Brome-Missisquai):

Mr. Speaker, mention has already been made
in the house today of the fact that once more
we have set a record in Canada over this
Thanksgiving week end for highway deaths
and injuries. In view of this and in view of
the unanimous-and I underline the word
"unanimous"-recomrnendation of the com-
mittee on highway deaths and injuries which
finished its studies of codes last week in
Ottawa, is the government now considering
the establishment of a national accident pre-
vention research centre in Ottawa, and can
we expect an announcement very soon in this
regard?

Hon, C. M. Drury (Minister of Industry):
Mr. Speaker, as I think I mentioned earlier in
reply to a somewhat similar question, consid-
eration is now being given by the National
Research Council to the parameters involved
in setting up an establishment such as sug-
gested by the hon, gentleman. When this
study is complete-I hope this will not be too
long-we will be able to see what will be
possible and what will be practicable.

Mr. Graffley: Mr. Speaker, may I put a
supplementary question to the Minister of
Transport. Can the minister inform. the house
whether or not some time ago the proper
authorities made representations to the trans-
port commission for underpass or overpass
facilities at the Dorion tragedy site? Can the
minister also assure the house the transport
commission study will include a rigid and
exhaustive inspection of the vehicle involved
in the accident?

Han. J. W. Pickersgill (Minister of Trans-
part): Mr. Speaker, I think I can assure the
hon, gentleman that every aspect of whatever
evidence can be secured in connection with
the state of the vehicle, the signais and any
possibility of human error will be secured. It
is the desire both of the railway and of the
board of transport commissioners not merely
to establish the facts of the situation but ta
see whether they will provide us with any
light on the best way to prevent a repetition
of such an occurrence, flot just at Dorion but
anywhere e]se.
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
