NORTH VIET NAM—USE OF FUNDS GIVEN FOR
AID

To review my question, it referred to $50,000 of
aid to Viet Nam of which 90 per cent was going
to North Viet Nam, to the Viet Cong, for purposes
other than to assist civilian victims.

Has the Prime Minister received a letter
from Dr. A. M. Inglis, chairman of the com-
mittee on Canadian Aid for Viet Nam Civil-
ians, which committee, I might mention, is
sponsored by a number of Canadians includ-
ing the leader of our party and the hon.
member for Kootenay West, which outlines
the facts with respect to the distribution of
this aid—

Perhaps he
might want to complement the question, al-
though I suppose I am asking for trouble in
that suggestion.

Mr. Pearson: Mr. Speaker, our information
is that the supplies that may be going to Viet
Nam are medical supplies, and there is no
authorization required under our law to send
medical supplies to any part of the world.

Mr. Woolliams: As a further supplementary
question, has the Prime Minister examined
the report I sent him? I think he has read the
report which says the money was not going to
war victims. Has he made any investigation
to determine to the satisfaction of himself and
his government that the money is being used
for that purpose?

Mr. Pearson: Yes, Mr. Speaker. We have
been making inquiries, and I believe the
Secretary of State for External Affairs has
been discussing the matter this morning with
representatives of some of these organiza-
tions.

Mr. Herridge: As a supplementary question,
Mr. Speaker, has the Secretary of State for
External Affairs anything to report to the
house as a result of his discussions with rep-
resentatives of some of these organizations?

Hon. Paul Martin (Secretary of State for
External Affairs): No, Mr. Speaker, the dis-
cussions are not concluded.
