STEPS TO AVOID STRIKE BY
ELECTRONIC TECHNICIANS
Mr. David Lewis (York South): Mr. Speak-
er, I should like to direct my question to the
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Inquiries of the Ministry
Minister of Supply and Services, provided I
am right in assuming that he is still the min-
ister who gives answers relating to the Public
Service Staff Relations Board. If I am wrong,
perhaps it might be directed to whichever
minister has that responsibility. This question
arises from a serious dispute that is brewing
among electronic technicians in the Depart-
ment of Transport. Will the minister con-
cerned inquire into the situation and consider
the possibility of making a statement to the
House, informing us about the steps being
taken to avoid a strike in this area?

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister):
Mr. Speaker, the minister involved is the
Minister without Portfolio from Saskatche-
wan. I note that he is to be in the House
tomorrow and on Friday. Perhaps the hon.
member will ask the question then.

Mr. Lewis: Mr. Speaker, I rise on a point of
order. Perhaps this information was given to
hon. members of this House earlier when I
was not here. The Minister of Supply and
Services last session was the minister to
whom questions of this type were put. If a
change was made the Prime Minister should
have informed us.

Mr. Trudeau: Mr. Speaker, if the informa-
tion was not given I do apologize to the
House. The change was made because, as the
hon. member will appreciate, it was prefera-
ble to have a Minister without Portfolio and
not one responsible for another department to
answer this type of question. If notice was not
given, I do apologize.
