SURVIVOR BENEFITS

Question No. 234--Mr. Howie:
From January 1, 1984, to date, how many women are receiving survivor

benefits as widows of (a) war veterans (b) retired armed forces personnel (c)
retired members of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police (d) retired public
servants?

Hon. Ray Hnatyshyn (President of the Privy Council): i arn
informed by the Departments of National Defence, Solicitor
Generai, Treasury Board and Veterans Affairs as follows:

(a) The statistics maintained on survivor benefits do not
differentiate between widows and widowers. As a resuit, the
Department of Veterans Affairs cannot answer the question as
formulated.

However, they can ascertain that most recipients of survivor
benefits are women (the vast majority of veterans being men)
and that the total number of recipients as of January 1985 was
as foilows:

War Veterans Allowance/Civilian War Ailowance 34,719
War Disability Pension-Canadian Pension Commis-
sion 42,037
Persons receiving both 2,845
(b) There are two accounts maintained for surviving spouses

eligible for benefits under the Defence Services Pension Con-
tinuation Act (DSPCA) or under the Canadian Forces Super-
annuation Act (CFSA).

As of February 1, 1985 they were as foilows:
Defence Services Pension Continuation Act (DSPCA) 827
Canadian Forces Superannuation Act (CFSA) 8667
(c) In so far as the Royal Canadian Mounted Police is

concerned, as of January 31, 1985 the foilowing widows
pensions were in payment:

RCMP Superannuation Act 334
RCMP Pension Continuation Act 105
RCMP Pension Continuation Act-Part IV 134
There are, in addition, 43 widows pensions in payment

under the Pension Act. It is quite probable that in most, but
not necessarily ail of these cases that an RCMP Superannua-
tion Act pension is also in payment.
