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PROPOSED GOODS AND SERVICES TAX

Mr. Nelson A. Riis (Kamloops): Mr. Speaker, it is my
pleasure to present a petition pursuant to Standing
Order 36 and certified correct by the clerk of petitions.

It is from a number of constituents from Brampton
who are very concerned about the government's inten-
tions regarding the 7 per cent goods and services tax.
They point out that it is a very regressive tax in that it hits
the low and middle income earners the hardest.

They also point out that Canadians, as we all know, are
not only overtaxed but that the tax system is discrimina-
tory, unfair and biased in favour of upper income earners
and large profitable corporations.

They also draw our attention to the fact that over
60,000 large profitable corporations do not pay any
income tax at all and therefore obviously our tax system
needs to be improved and made more fair, just and
equitable.

They go on with a whole page of concerns that point
out why this is wrong-headed, why the government has
misread the people of Canada, that over 80 per cent of
Canadians have indicated clearly that they oppose the
tax, that this tax will particularly hit the regions of
Canada, and that with the news of the last few days
regarding the thousands of people who have lost their
jobs in Atlantic Canada this 7 per cent tax on most of the
goods and services which they utilize will simply be a
cruel and a brutal tax.

In summary, the petitioners are simply asking the
House of Commons to do whatever we can to bring the
govemment to its senses to abolish and abandon its plans
to implement such a cruel, brutal tax on the people of
Canada.
