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vareftil arrangements should be made that the labora­
tory work is wholly in the afternoons in the First and 
Second Years so as not to interfere with, the morning lec­
tures , as set forth in the Time-fable of the Faculty of
..rts.

If the general idea of this draft meets with approval, 
then a small committee might endeavour to work out a 
detailed scheme.

It will be noted that this plan falls in very closely 
with existing schemes in the Faculty of Arts for B.A. 
and B.Sc. students. It secures a reasonable literary 
training, together with a sufficient scientific outlook 
in the prerequisite sciences to enable the student to 
enter the Faculty of kedicine. It may, however, be noted 
that the importance of a sound mathematical training for 
medical men is often overlooked, particularly in the 
present day when physical chemistry is playing an impor­
tant part.
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
