THE DECLINE IN STOCK VALUES.
Too much dependence should not be
placed on the demoralized state of the
stock markets in the United States or
Canada as a barometer of the business
conditions in elther country. The
break up in the prices of American
railroad stocks is due mainly to high
financing carried on previous  to the
exercise by the interstate commerce
commission of its power of oversight
and veto on all new railroad securi-
ties. After the revelations in the
New Haven Company enquiry and the
insolvency of such roads as Rock
Island, Missouri Pacific and several
smaller roads, it is not surprising that
investors héve lost confidence. Over
80 millions in gold has been shipped
from New York since the first of the
year, and the reason for this has been
largely traced to the sale of Ameri-
can stocks by European holders. Nor
has our own C. P. R. been free from
operations which have shaken the
confidence of investors and brought
about sales of stock which have re-
duced the price from 233 to 183.

In contrast with the depreciation in
rallroad stocks is the steady price of
the United States Steel Trust shares:
This can only be due to the organiza-
tion having conducted its buainess so
as to provide out of earnings enough
or nearly enough money to compensate
for the watered stock put in when the
company was floated. But the point
The World desires to make is thls,
that a collapse in the stocks of com-
panies whose funds have beenlooted
or diverted to improper purposes is

not to be accepted as evidence that a

business depression is on. Money
which has formerly found an outlet
on the stock exchanges is now being
used for development by individuals
or small syndicate partnerships, and
if responsible business men in the
United States are judges, commercial
prospects are quite cheerful. Several
Canadian mergers which were water-
logged by overcapitalization are going
thru the squeezing process and inci-
dentally disturbing Canadian business,
but this is a matter that will rectify
itself and will exert no permanen!
influence on Canadian prosperity.
High finance and stock watering are
of advantage only to the promoters;
