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THE DAY'’S EVENTS REVIEWED

‘While President Wilson was answer-
ing the German peace note with the
pen, the British- second and third
armies yesterday, aided by the 30th
American division, were answering it
as effectively with the sword. They
attacked in the old style with massed
artillery firing, axle to axle, and the
tanke held back to the rear and the
infantry charging in serried ranks and
they achieved an average advance of
three miles on a front of 20 miles be-
tween St. Quentin and Cambrai. At
some points the depth of their pentra-
tion is four to five miles. The Ger-
man system of defences carried was
made up of parts of the old Hindenburg
line on the wings and of remnants of
the Hindenburg sypport line in the)
centre. The British have now created
a Wwide gap in these defences and soon
will have it wide enough for an ad-
vance on a ‘broad front upon Mons and
Valenciennes. ‘The ‘Germans tried to
convert the British advance into a
check by launching heavy counter-at-
tacks with two fresh divisions against
the British left, just south of-Cambrai,
but after giving a little ground and
engaging the enemy in severe fighting,
the British there swept over the top
of the Germansg, and completed their
advance. They captured the following
towns and villages: Brancourt, Pre-
mont, Villers-Outreaux, Beaurevolr,

" Lesdain, Esnes, Beauregard, Montbre-
hain. In addition, they stormeqd ridges,
knolls, ravines, and fortified farms on
the whole front 'of their attack. North
of the River Scarpe the British, in a
demonstration tg assist the advance
south of the Scarpe, broke thru the
Fresnes-Rouvroy trench line between
the Scarpe and Oppy, and carried
Fresnes-lez-Montauban-and Neuvireudl.

The French on the immediate right
of the British also joined battle and
tore another hole in the German de-
fences. On the front between thel
Alsne and the Meuse, they and the
Americans are enlarging their gains
north of Berry-au-Bac in order to turn
the line of the Aisne and the Suippe
Rivers behind which the enemy has
fallen, and the Americans from the
Argonne to the Meuse are exerting
strong pressure everywhere and seizing
all the dominating points.

Diplomatic counter-attack largely
enters into the reply of President Wil
son to the recent German peace pro-
posal. He asks what is the exagt
meaning of the German chancellor and
whether he means his acceptance of
the full Wilsonian terms, and wants
only a peace conference to discuss
their practical application. It the
Germans answer that they wish to dis-
cuss the terms themselves, he can
answer back that the terms admit of
no @iscussion or modification. If the
Germans. on the contrary, signify their
full acceptance of these terms, a con-
ference to debate their application is
unnecessary until after the war. As
to the German request for an armis-

tice, the president makes it clear th

the allies will not disecuss it until. tt:;
German armies withdraw from all oc-
cupied territory. This declaration
will create difficulties between the
German rulers and the German ruled.
The German people want peace almost
at any price;
a4 peace with the retention of as much
plunder as possible, Lastly, the presi-
dent asks Chancellor Maximilian whom
he represents—does he not represent
the same personages in the German
State as made the war? If he admits
that hé does in his counter-reply, then
he shows the recent German changes
in personnel of government to be a
sham; and if he denies that he repre-
seAts the old regime in Germany, then
the president can ask how it is that
practically the same men as always
remain in command of the German
army—Von Ludendorff, the great
general staff, the Crown Prince of
Prussia, and even the kaiser. While
these remain in control, nobody else
has control in Germany.

At the same time, it is not incon-
ceivable that, deserted by Turkey and,
perhaps, soon by Austria, Germany
will shortly have to miake an abject
surrender. The Turkish Government
at Constantinople has resigned. It
contained that ardent pro-German
Enver Pasha, and his stepping down
Poin to an impending surrender of
Tur The government at Smyrna,
the principal remaining Turkish pro-
vince in Asia, is sending delegates to
Athens or Mitylene to discuss térms
with the allies. The army of General
Allenby is sweeping onward thru
Byria. It has seized the railhead at
Rayak, and so opens up the Syrian
railway system for allied occupation
and employment. The allies have also
cut Berlin completely off from Con-
stantinople; so that Turkey has to
rely on her own devices. The Ge*man
withdrawal of troops from Russia to
defend Hungary also jeaves ihe
Bolshevikli without support, and they
will shortly collapse. Thus the de-
feat of Bulgaria and Tukey is solving
the eastern situation, and leaving the
kaiser nothing much more to defend
than Alsace-Lorraine. j
