“Cy" Seymour, leading' batsman of the
Natiora' League, season of 1905, has this
to say of the art of batting: “If 1 were
arked to give two principal suggestions for
gcod batting they would be: fow your
pitcber and keep close tab on the position
of the flelders, 1 ascribe a large portion
of y showing last year to the bit-and-run
gome. 1 would give the runner on first
bzse his signal to steal and then alm to
hit the ball thru the shortstop’s or secoud
bascn:an’'s position according as the one
or the other left it open to cover the. bag
and catch the runner. For that very reason
1 rarely or never seek to run forward past
the plate and meet the ball before the
curve breaks., By playing as far back of
the plate as possible 1 get that much more
time to be sure which infielder js going fo
cover second base,

‘A large proportion of my base hits *vere
mide in this way. Then, again, 1 am not
pert cular about using any special bat, For
a piicher who serves glow ones and uses
his head I use a Mghter bat, Lut when a
pitcher relies mainly on speed I find a
heavy bat more serviceable, 1 do not grasp
the bat at the end, because I find I ~an
control it better and meet the ball more
accrrately by bolding the bat a few inches
from the end. Being able to place the ball
in the various outficlds helps a whole. jot,
for the fielders then are puzzled where to
lay for you. And yet some good hitters
like Rey Thomas almcest always hit o
the scwe field. It is 2 mistake to try and
slam the ball with all your might. Hit it a
good solid lick, but you ean do better jnside
work if you don’t try to rip the cover off
