Will History Repeat ltself in
Quebec Province ?

MR. MARCOTTE THROWN OUT

And Sir Hector Langevin’s Name is
Mentioned for the Vacancy.

Sr. Benugrand Tells Mr. Laurier What He
Thinks of Him in a Seathing Letter-
“Must We Always Bow the Head Beforc
the Tyrant ?”"—Mr. Tarte Says He Will
Stand by WHis Oath of Office in Defiance
of the Clergy—Coercion of Manitoba
Might Lead to Civil War and the Dis-
rapiion of Confederation.

Montreal, Deec. 30.—(Special.)—No
doubt a great deal of political history
will be made in old Quebec within the
next few months, and it may be that
history will repeat itself. When the
Mackenzie Government came into pow-
er Sir Hector Langevin was out of Par-
liament for a session, but a vacancy
in Charlevoix brought the old warhorse
once more into the arena. This morn-
ing Dr. Marcotte, Conservative M.P. for
Champlain, was unsated by the courts
for irregularities by agents, and al-
ready the name of Sir Hecfor Langevin
is mentioned in connection with the va-
cancy. Sir Hector would no doubt be
gladly welcomed back to the House of
Commons.

BEAUGRAND TO LAURIER.

To-day ex-Mayor Beaugrand of La
Patrie issues the following open ietter
to his leader, the Hon. Wilfrid Laurier:

Sir,—You have no doubt learned that
your especial organ, L'Electeur, and
your intimate friend, Mr. Ernest Pa-
caud, have both been struck with epis-
copal thunder, and that if The Soleil
sun shines-to-day in Quebec it is to
prevent the black night of obscurity
'spreading out over the district which
has always produced valiant and de-
vated Liberals. IL’Electeur surrender-
ed by disappearing, and that without
even firing the traditional cannon in
hauling down its flag. Are these the
new tactics, which I consider unworthy
of the party you have the honor to
lead ? Must we always bow the head
before the tyrant,.furl our battle flag
without even making a pretence to de-
fend it, and get down on our knees and
accept the rod with a feeling of dis-
couragement and cowardice that tends
to demoralize the most faithful and the
most loyal ? Is this the tradition of
the three Dorions, of Joseph Pepin, of
Viger, of Rodolph Laflamme and of
Joseph Doutre, whose memory we cher-
ish, and whig¢h sheuld inspire us, or is
it ' the cowardice of a party that has
produced men like Langevin, Flynn and
Royal, who are unable to go into battle
without having' for a bodygudrd all the
beadles in the Province of Quebec ?
Are we Liberals, or are we the imita-
tors of those Castors, whom Mercier
denounced in La Patrie Hall, and
whom he used in a moment of blind-
ness, and by whom he was so cowardly

to satisfy their voracious appetites ?

WHAT MR. TARTE SAYS.

Hon, Mr. Tarte says tlrat L’Electeur
is not the only party condemmed In
the pastoral letter. ' The bhishops also
s<condemn the settlement of the school
question, because they reproach
1’Blecteur with having tried to mask
the violation of the promises made to
the electorate. ‘

‘“Violation of promises made to the
electorate is, I suppose, a question of
fact pure and simple, There is no
religious doctrine and religious dogma
in that. I claim that Mr. Laurier and
the Liberal party have fulfilled the
piedges they have given to the elec-
torate. They have undertaken to re-
establish peace and harmony between
the different races and provinces of
the Dominion, , and they have
kept their pledge to the best of their
ability.”™

The Minister states that he will not
submit to religious dictation and that
any attempt to coerce Manitoba might
lead to civil war. He also believes that
a condemnation of the school settle-
ment will come from the bishops on
Sunday next, and adds: ‘‘The posi-
tion of the Roman Catholic members
of the Government is very awkward.
Mr. Laurier and his Catholic col-
leagues have taken the ocath of office.
They are pPrivy Councillors of the
Queen in Canada., They have sworn
to administer the affairs of the coun-
try to the best of their ability. Now,
we are deeply convinced that any at-
tempt at coercing Manitoba would lead
to the disruption of Confederation, if
not to worse. We have ‘sources of in-
formation and means of knowing that,
with due deference to Their Londships,
they do not and cannot possess
in political matters and matters
state, and, speaking for myself, I
would be false to my oath of office if,
knowing that I am going to endanger
the peace and existence of Confedera-
tion, I adopted the course suggested
by Their Lordships, that is to say, to
try and impose on the Province of
Maniteba a federal law, and, by my
oath of office, I intend to stand or to
fall. I know that my oath of office is
not incompatable with my duties as a
Catholic, because Rcman Catholic doc-
trines cannot teach Ministers of. the
Crown to imperil the existence of their
country and the peace and harmony
betw its citizens, The French-
Can ins have reached a most im-
portant” phase in their history. If 1
may: venture to offer my advice, I
would say to my countrymen—be calm
and dignified; it is always unwise and
dangerous to go to extremes. Let
everybody endeavor to do right and
bétter days will come.”

THEY HAD ALL LOST MONEY

But Remained Peaceful and Orderly
in Spite of That Fact.

The Insolvent Poo-Bah Stated Iils Case—
He Attributed His Insolvency to Bad
Investments in Manifeba, Hard Times,
Losses By Fire and Giving Away Roney
to Poor Iunstitutions—Had Used the
People's Money in His Own Business—
Unsecured Liabilities 870,000, Assets
$27,000—Another Meeting to be Meld
Jan, 4.

Walkerton, Dec. 80.—(Special.)—About 300
of Mr. Messner’s creditors assembled at
Formosa to-day and dealt with “the legal
requirements of the insolvent estate. The
school house was the only building in the
village large enougg to hold them, They
were remarkably peaceful and orderly, not-
withstanding the fact that every on€ of
them had lost money by the failure.

Mr. Messner made a statement about the
cause of his insolveney, which he attributed
to bpd investments in Manitoba, bard times,
lo8s_ by iire and money given to poor insn-
tutions. He had used in ‘his owa business
the moneys placed in his hands for safety
and investment, and could not give a clear
account -of what became of them. His
liabilities showed $70,000 unsecured, besides’
eayy sumns to the banks, which are secured
by customers’ notes. The assets are only
$27,009 at high valuation, besides an inter-
est in $65,000 of life insurance policles, the
present value of which is unknown. He
wanted to be let liquidate the estate him-
self, and promised to pay everybody in full
in two years, but the creditors failed to
agree with his view of the situation, and |
appointed a hostile assignee, E. G. Kuntz,
by a vote of 112 to 107 for John Messner,
the insolvent’s nephew. Three of Messner's |
friends, however, named Philip Welshardt,
Peter Kuhry and John M. Fischer were
elected inspectors, and the assignee has to
deal with the estate according to their di-
rections. A strong feellng was displayed
againgt Walkerton taking part in the pre
ceedings, and a proposal to appoint an
English-speaking assignee would not be en-
tertained. The German people were bound
to have it all to themselves.

A motion was, however, carried to have
Mpr. Messner examined on oath, as his state-
ment was not deemed satisfactony. The
meeting adjourned to Jan, 14 for this pur-
pose, and in the meantime the assignee will
prepare a statement of the estate.
