They were
only ‘“standing on the porchway of the
temple of electricity,” the speaker exclaim-
ed, and in 10 years' time he predicted
that all the cooking and %ieating would be
done by electricity. z

To Commence Work Shortly.

The Ountario Power Company was another
company that would commence building
on the Canadian side as soon as the frost
was out of the ground. All these industries
would require men to work them, and Mr.
