WRITES T0 OR. MURRAY McFARLANE

When Government Ceases to’ Be
Afraid of Truth, He Wiil Show
He Did His Duty,

Fuel Market Much Better
In View of Peace Rumors

Some Fear That City Will Lose Money as Result of Recent
lnvestments in Coal and Wood—Dealérs
Making Deliveries.

‘Without a pound of civic fuel having
arrived in the city the feeling thruput
the city has eased off immensely over
the situation. The individual house-
owner's restlessness of the past few
days seems to have disa.ppeare(, as well
as that of the manufacturers and cor-
porations. While last week there seem-
ed to be a well-defined fear that people
would be freezing to death in Toronto
any morning, to-day, tho no fuel for
distribution at the city yards has arriv-
ed, the idea is general that the crisis
has been passed. BSo emphatic is this
spirit that an offer to the Mayor of an
unlimited guantity of good soft coal for
immediate delivery from Toledo, laid
down in Toronto at $6.90, received
scarcely any notice during the meeting
of the Board of Control Tuesday after-
noon. The Mayor observed that no
more fuel contracts would be entered
into at present. In fact, the impression
that the strike i{s nearing an end has
evidently foosened up the Toledo deal-
ers, as well as those in Toronto, for
Friday no offers could be secured on
this basis at Toledo.

Deanlers Loosened Up,

This improved feeling thruout the
pity is undoubtedly due in a measure
to the action of many local coal and
wood dealers filling orders and express-
ing a willingness to continue doing so.
Undoubtedly this was contributed to by
the city’s fuel contracts, in spite of the
¥act that the dealers made a terrible
roar over the advance of prices out-
side Toronto as a result of the civie fuel
deals.

The most striking feature of the situ-
ation now presented in Toronto is the
extent of the municipal loss as a result
of the fuel contracts already made.
Some alarmists are asserting that of
the $50,000 appropriated by the city.
with which to purchase fuel, most of it
will be wiped out before the civic fuej}
piles are cleaned up. This is because
$23,000 worth of wood and $71,000 of
coal has been bought, a itotal invest-
ment of $94,000, as against ap’ appro-
priation of $50,000. The total figures
represent the actual cost of laying
down the fuel in Toronto.

City Can’t Lose Much

The city officlals, as a rule, do not
anticipate much of a loss, even tho the
strike is settled at once. However, they
do think there will be slight loss in the
event of an immediate settlement, but
not so much as the alarmists fear. In
any event, the emergency, im their
estimation, demanded that contracts be
entered into for the protection of the
poorer classes of people from the exag-

Dynamite was used in Sara-
toga Springs early this evening, and a
riot is feared at Mechanicsville during
the night. A trolley car passing thru
Hamilton-street, near- the Clarendon
Hotel, and only a short. distance fromn
the passenger trolley station on South
Broadway, was partly wrecked at 7.30
this evening by an explosion of dyna-
mite that had been placed on the track,
The car windows were broken, the track
torn up, and the windows of a near-by

saloon shattered, but no one was inmjur*
