Such, 
Indeed, must have been the unbidden 
thought that filled the mind of many 
another potentate and statesman in 
Europe. Following as it did so hard 
upon the tragic end of General Bobrl- 
koff It must be taken as symptomatic 
of the Intense excitement agitating the 
revolutionary circles of Russia. It is 
significant in this connection that the 
assassin is reported to have spoken 
with a Little Russian accent Little 

j Russia Is a name given to the division 
of Russia comprising the governments 
of Kharkoff, Kieff, Pultowa, and 
Tschernigoff. Kharkoff, the capital 
city of the first of these has long 
been one of the chief centres of Nihil­
ism and there Is every reason to be­
lieve that this last crime is another 
outcome of the cult of anarchy.

However successful the Russian 
government may have been In con­
cealing from the mass of the people 
the earlier reverses of the present war, 
it could not expect to do so for ever. 
But had the first vague rumors been 
anticipated or even accompanied by 
the news of some stirring Russian 
success, It would have neutralised 
them and allayed the unrest and alarm
