tnumber of words. As, however, the war
advanced, it became more difficult and
more crltical and he was not surprised that
the Government had mot proposed a formid-
able program of legislation, as affairs in
South Africa, political and military, would
undoubtedly engage the present Parliament
io a great extent.
The War Uppermost,

The war was uppermost in all minds
when the members separated in October,
and it was believed there were (roops
enough in South Africa to rapldly clear the
Queen’s dominions. But their expectations
had been sobered. Week after week had
seen checks, disappointments and deplor-
able loss of life. In every instance the ad-
vance of the British troops had been stay-
ed by large bodles of the enemy. But the
country had again and again gone thru
greater perils with courage and composure
and would not now depart from its high
traditions. 7

Tribute to the}Coioninl Sons,

The courage and fortitude of British sol-
diers was never more conspicuous and they
must associate with this the sons of the
colonies, who had shown extraordinary apti-
tude in this kind® of warfare, He appre-
ciated the gallantry and devotion which led
thelir countrymen to volunteer, but he wish-
ed to know the reasons which necessitated
this unusual method of reinforcing the
army. He and his friends had resolved to
support a vigorous prosecution of the war,
that the integrity of the Queen’s dominions
be speedily vindicated, and he imagined
there would be no difficulty in obtaining
the additional supplies necessary.

“Here my agreement with the Government
ceases,” said Sir Henry Campbell-Banner-
man.

Attacked the Government,

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman then pro-
ceeded with a bitter condemnation of the
Administration, and the tone and temper
in which it had approached the whole
South African problem, saying that the nar-
rowness of the Government’s provision for
military requirements necessitated host'li-
ties, and asserting that its policy made
war probable. He believed this feeling was
Jargely shared by the House, and was glad
of the opportunity promised to express
his opinion. The speaker repudiated the
idea that they should awalt the end of the
war before discussing the matter. This
was the very time, he declared, for effec-
tive criticism, and those wishing to dis-
claim responsibility should do so now.

But
the Government will endeavor to discharge
the great responsibility so long as it re-
tains the confidence of Parliament.”

Fitzmaurice’s Amendment,

He added that he believed the term coiild
be justly applied to the relations with Eu-
ropean Governments and the United States,
and deprecated undue attention to the at-
tacks of the foreign press. His Lordship
congratulated Lord Salisbury_on the con-
clusion of the agreement Germany,
but strongly disapproved of the tone of Mr.
Chamberlain’s speeches. In that connec-
tion, however, he pald a2 warm tribute to
the conduct of the soldlers in tine field and
to the loyalty of the British colonies.

Must Support the Government,

The Earl of Kimberley, continuing, said
that, altho the moment was one of deepest
gravity,he would entirely abstain from criti-
cising the conduct of the generals. It
was the duty of the Government to select
men to conduct these operations, and it was
their duty to support the Government. It
was therefore unwise to criticise the gen-
erals in these operations. He did not mean
to imply that the generals were not doing
their utmost to fulfil their arduous duties,
but the Government would be wise if it
made every effort to prepare thoroly for
what might occur in the‘future.

Government Caught Unawares,

Continuing, Lord Kimberley said: *“We
might meet a period of disaster, and, al-
tho our relations with the other powers are
friendly, it would be well to consider the
possibilities of the future, and it would be
well if the Government prepared for all
eventualities and all dangers, and be ready
for the means to surmount them. “The
Government does not seem to have been
aware of the scale of preparations of the
South African Republics.

Was the Government Ignorant ?

Lord Kimberley also urged that the Gov-
ernment ought to have been aware of the
importation of arms into the Transvaal,
and ought to have informed the Transvaal
that unless it desisted it must result in
Great Britain sending a large force to
S‘outh Africa. He could not belleve the
Government was so ignorant of the prepara-
tions of the Transvaal, and they could not
divest themselves of the responsibility,

Jameson Raid Did It.

Baron Balfour of Burleigh said the Jame-
son raid had ¢losed the mouth of the Gov-
ernment and prevented it from protesting
against the arming of the Transvaal. But,
he added, the Government must have known
armaments were accumulating to an ex-
trg;l(g unjustified by the fears of another

Lord Balfour of Burleigh also sald it was
the duty of the Governmenit to communi-
cate with the Boer Government on the
subjeet of increased armaments, but, as the
first step, it ought to severely punish the
raiders, The country had not reached a
pass that if the Government appealed to It
it would not have supported the Govern-
ment in any preparatidns it thought neces-
sary, He would do nothing to prevent the
Government@rom carrying the war to a
guccessful conclusion,

Lord Salisbury’s Reply.

Lord Salisbury, in reply to the Earl of
Kimberley, asserted that there was noth-
ing in the stipulations of the conventions
to limit and hinder the importation of arms
and ammunition into the Transvaal thru
Lorenzo Marquez. Continuing, the Ire-
mier saild: “We must join together and
exercise all our powers in extricating our-
selves from a situation full of humilidtion
and no¢ free from danger. I will not say
the danger may not have easily been exag-
gerated, Many a country has commenced
a war with difficulties of the kind we are
experiencing.

Case of the Northerm States,

“We have only to look at what the
Northern States of America went thru at
the beginning of the civil war to see how
easy it would be to draw a_ mistaken infer-
ence from the reverses we have met at the
outset. We have every ground to think
that if we set ourselves heartily to work,
and exert all the undoubted instruments
ossess, we shall bring
the war to a satisfactory conclusion. We

Catering to Pretoria.

Lord Salisbury then said he regretted that
Lord Edmund Fitzmaurice in the House of
Commons was about to bring this great
issue into party controversy, adding that
the only place where his action would meet
with sympathy was Pretoria. *‘Our effort,
the Premier continued, “must be to re-
trieve ourselves from the present situation,
which cannot be allowed to last. ~This
Empire is a valpable and splendid, but re-
sponsible, possession, We must conc
trate -our efforts. If we do Bot tame all
the smailer passions iuto one great dut
nger of convulsions, whie
will tarnish the Empire's lustre and per-
haps menace its integrity.”

Money Needed for Information.

Continuing, the Premier said: ‘‘Why were
we to know about the importation of arms?
I believe were introduced into the
Transvaal in bollers, and munitions of war
in plano cases, We had a small gecret ser-
vice fund. If you want much inf on,
you must give much money. Consider the
enormous amounts spent by other Govern-
ments, especially the Transvaal, which, I
have heard on high diplomatic authority,
spent £800,000 in a single year, and the
gmall sums spent by Kngland, making it
impossible for ys to have the omniscience
attributed to us by Lord Kimberley. I am
glad he has not pressed an imme late en-
quiry into the action of the military au-
thorities at a time when our generils in
the field and many of those who could give
most valuable information are unable to
appear. We should defer an enquiry to a
more convenient season,”

Deficiencies Are Admitted.

TLater the Premier admitted the deficien-
cles of the existing system, remarking that
the Treasury had acquired a power which
was not to the public benefit. He had not
thought of looking into past history, or
examining the amount of blame to be ate
tached to this or that Minister.

Lord Rosebery Was Earnest.

Lord Rosebery, who followed Lord Salis-
bury, spoke with great force and earnest-
ness. He asked why the Premier made it
so difficult for the man-in-the-street to sup-
port his policy. The past conduct of the
Government would come up for ‘lpvesugu-
tion some day, he hoped, adding: We have
the right to know If, before the crisis, the
Intelligence Department sup lied the Gov-
ernment ‘with sufficlent information,
not, dismiss the department. 1f the Gov-
ernment possess the information thelr re-
sponsibility is heavy. I hope that when
the time for the investigation arrives those
who have served the Queen will be covered
with such glory that the eyes of the inves-
tigators will be dazzled.

Position of Foreign Nations,

“I was appalled at the nature and style
of Lord Salisbury’s speech. We haye now
120,000 men in South Africa, yet we are
with difficulty holding our own. The atti-
tude of forelgn natlons 1s described as
friendly. But that does not strike. me as
being so amicable as the word would imply.
I deem it necessary to know what the Gov-
ernment is going to do. Lord Salisbury
said the cause of our disasters was the
smallness of secret service fund and the
British constitution. But what Is the
Government’s duty?

Compulsery Service,

“Some form of compulsory service must
be introduced to meet the growing exigen-
cles of the Kmpire, and I am sure the na-
tlon will not shrink from either taat or
any other sacrifice to preserve the Empire’s
predominance, That we should not shrink
from sending away vast masses of troops,
situated as we are in the centre of a uni-
verse by no means friendly to us, without
baving a hint from the Government of the
military measures it proposes taking to
face the disasters we have met, and the
sacrifices we have made, is one of the most
extraordinary features of the British con-
stitution. I agree with Lord Salisbury that
the country can carry this thing thru in
spite of all the impediments of men and
methods that have shackled it in the past,
but I venture to say it will have to be in-
spired by a loftier toue and truer patriot-
{sm than that shown by the Prime Minls-

er.”

Lansdowne Will Speak Later,

The Marquis of Lansdowne, Secretary of
State for War, followed., He sald he was
prepared to make a statement at a future
date, The @overnment, he added, was
not prepared, and had excellent reasons for
not pushing its arrangements -further,

The address in reply to the speech frdm
the throne was then adopted. -

In bhis opinion, the intelligence depart-
ment had accurately estimated the num.
bers and armaments of the enemy, but not
their fighting pewer.

Boer Mobility and Tenacity.

“The Boer forces have shown an amount
of resource, mobility and tenacity,” Lord
Lansdowne admitted, “upon which the Gov-
ernment did not calcunlate.”

With regard to the charge of unprepared-
ness for war, he declared that the Govern-
ment had hoped and believed the negotia-
tions would end in peace, and that overt
preparations for a conflict could only have
tended to precipitate it.

LITTLE TO RELIEVE ANXIETY.

Times Says the Country is Offered
Nothing to Relieve the
Heavy Load.

London, Jan. 31.—The general tone of the
morning papers’ editorials is that the re-
opening of Parliament has afforded little
or nothing to give the country assurance
or to relieve it of a heavy load of anxiety.

The Times says: *“The country is of-
fered nothing but one more specimen of
the ancient game of ins and outs. I'he so-
called reunion of the Irish party means
little beyond the fact that nothing more
is to be squeezed out of the radical parcy,
and that tne coffers of Ireland in America
are empty.”

T'he 't'imes notes the absence of Mn Tim-
othy Healy, one of the ablest men of the
Irish party.

The Daily Chronicle says: *“The Oppo-
sition ougit to have aostalned from a
resolution of censure. They might in all
consclence be content with the fresh crop
of self-revelations which Ministers disc.ose
ed last night.”” The paper then proceeds to
complain of Lord Salisbury’s “cynical lev-
ity” and of ‘“‘The amazing manner in which
Ministers contradict one another.” It con-
gratulates the Irish party, but says:
“While Dillon carps and Healy sulks, no
mere resolution can bring unity to pass.”

A Strange Sitting.

The Dally Telegraph says: ‘It would
require the Iimelight of a Balzae, combined
with the penetrating levity of a Horace
Walpole, to gif@ a just destription of "this
strange sitting. In one of the darkest
bours the Empire has ever known, while
the victorious enemy has thrown buack our
armies at every point, the Supreme Couneil
of the nation attempting to deal with these
things filis itself with the east wind of
party. recrimination and devotes itself to
an excited and confused discussion of
anclent history. Never was there a more
ironical suggestion of how empires may
be lost by sheer lack of imagination.”

Little Cross-Firing.

London, - Jan. 80.—The general - belief is
that there will be but little cross-voting
on the amendment to the address, and that
unless, as is belleved in some quarters, Lhe
Government Is riding for a fall, the session
will not be greatly exciting. The remark
in Lord Salisbury’s speech contained a not-
able negative regarding conscription. TIe
said he did not think they would see com-
pulsory service in England, ‘““in the life of
the youngest here.”

BOER FLAG RAISED IN OTTAWA

Dutch People Hoisted It on Learn-
ing of Buller’'s Defeat—It
Was Torn Down,

Ottawa, Jan. 30.—When official confirma-
tion was made on Sunday of Buller's re-
verse some New Edinburgh Dutch people
with pro-Boer sympathies, ran up a large
Boer flag in the German section on McKay-
street. The flag, with stripes of red, white,

blue and green, was allowed to fly most of
the day, but early in the evening a city
postman, residing in New Edinburgh head
ed a party of youths of that part of the
city, who tore the flag down and carried it
away. The incident created §uite a lot of
talk in New Edinburgh.

A gentleman who is abont the City Hall
quite a bit remarked to-day that the Ger-
man laborers who come to the City Hall to |
draw thelr pay and to look for corporation
work are most outspoken around the hall
with anti-British and pro-Boer remarks.

FORT WILLIAM IS HIT.

Ogilvie Milling Company Has Can-
celled the Contracts for Big

Mill and Elevator, o
Winnipeg, Jan. 30.—Word comes from
Fort William to the effect that the Ogllvie
Milling Company has decided to cancel all
contracts in connection with the building
of the proposed $500,000 mill and elevator
at that point, and that the work will be de-

ferred for the Bresent. This declision has
been arrived at by the executors of the late
Mr. W. W. Ogilvie, whose death occurred
on Jan, 12.
