One of the most heart-rending shipwrecks that
has happened for some time, was yesterday made
known at Lloyd’s, by the arrival of the ship
Chance, Captain Roxby, from Sydney, in the
| London Docks, having on boord a portion of the
crew of a Dutch Indiamen, named the “ John

Hendrick,” H. W. Edlkelenbury master, which was

.| totully lost on the rocks forming St. Paul’s Island,

{on the morning of the 2th of May, while on her
voyage from Amsterdam to Batavia. The manner

T'he want of Education.—For the last half cen-
tury, perhaps, there is no subject which has occu-
pied £o large a share of public attention, on which
5o much has been written and so many eloquent
speeclies have been made, as on the subject of
national education. The advantage and the bless-
ings resulting from the spread of education
amongst the people have been so universally ad-
mitted by all parties that to altempt to argue the
matter now would be quite as uninteresting as it
would be necessarily unprofitable and useless.
It is, however, much to be feared that, although
a great deal has been suid, yet that comparatively
but little has heen done in the way of spreading
education amongst the masses. \While philanthro-
pists—and, no doubt, sincere? and conszientions
philanthropists—have been declaiming at public
meetings, as wellas within the walls of parlianmient,
about the benefits that would flow from a propaely-
condncted system of education, the masses have
still been left in the same state of dark and hopeless
ignorance. It is true that, as far as education is
concerned, the country is in a much better state
now than it was filty years ago, when the Jdin-
burgh Review first began to enlighten the public
on the subject. But what we contend for is, that
the means which have aclually been taken to edu-
cate the masses are not at all'in proportion to what
might have been expected from the earncstnoss
with which the matter has been diacussed, the tre-
quency of appeals which. were made to the public,
and the extraordinary degree of attention whicl
the subject has appeared to- excite. On Friday
last, .’\l!r. Baron Rolfe, in addressing the grand
Jury at Durham, made the tollowing observations
upon the state of the calender :=* There is, how-
ever, one general observatiun, which I cannot ab-
stain from making, that in a calender containing
forty names, or thereabouts, one-half, ormore than
a half} have not received the most elementary ru-
diments of education; for about one-halt’ can
neither read nor write at all ; and, besides that, more
thau three-fourths have received so slight an edu-
cation that they scarcely know more than their
letters.  Now, that observation cannot but suggest
to you, and to every one, the expediency of en-
couraging by all possible means, the general and
more extensive diffusion of education, ns the

means of diminishing crime. It would be absurd ;

to suppose that because all men were educated
they would abstain from being guilty of offences ;
but when one sces the composition of this calen-
dar, and when one witnesses the same thing in the
calendars of other countries—that the great mass
of offenders are those who have received no edu-
cation at all—the matter is no longer a mere ques-
tion of theory, but proves, by a sort of positive de-
monstration, that to extended education we must
ultimately be indebted for any great di:ninution of
crime.” These remar coming from such high
authonity, are suggestive of many grave reflections.
— London paper.

Netw Tieory or 1ie Gurr Stream.—Mr. J:
Ai Parker, of this city, has communicated to the
last number of Hunt's Magazine, a theory of the
deean currents which he has learned from Capt.
Tilyou, for maniy years a sea captain out of this
port. His théory is founded upon the fact that the
watet of the pilf stréam is some twenty-six degrees
hotter than that of any part of the Atlantic ocean
under the eqtiator; therefbre it cannot be the wa-
ter of the Atlantic driven into the bay of Mexico
by the trade winds, Moreovet, it is hotter in dues
water, where the cirrént has bectme regular and
strong, than it is in the bay, where there is little or
fio curreht, thus showirig that it comes, not froni
the shore or coast, bt from thie bdttom in deep
water. It is well known that the volume of the
gulf stream is sometimes 8o great that it extends
itself to the south of the island of Cuba, and vessels
crossing from Cape Cotoche, on the Yucatan side
of the bay, to Cape Corientes, on the Cuba side;
are often carried far to the east by the strong cur-
rent running out between these cdpes: and Capt:
Tilyou infers, that if thé gulf stream dependcd for
its supplies upon waters driven it by the trade
winds, it would tease or run the other way at such
times as there was an outward current south of
Cuba, or otherwise these two currents would be
sufficient to empty the bay ift d short time; yet
they have continued without in the least affecting
the level of the gulf, the one for ages, and the
other occasionully for weeks together. .

The floods of the Mississippi and other great
rivers emptying into the Gulf, can have litile to do
in supplying these currents, for the Gulf stream
alone, between Florida and Cuba, is a hurndred
times greater than them all; and as nothing less
than an ocean could supply them, the Pacific eing
known to be constantly higher than the Atlantic,
j and separated only by a narrow isthmus, a passagé

under which would necessarily create a constant
current into the latter. Captain Tilyou infers that
such is the case—first from its necessity, the other
fucts being considered; and secondly,from the heat
of the water, ard the known volcanic character of
{ the region through which it must pass. In support
| of this theory, hic states that while suiling in the
| Gulf of Mexico, he has many times seen bubbles
rising, which on reaching the surface spread over
lit like tar. This has been found to be an asphaltle
| substance, offensive to the smell, and when dry
{ becowing a hard and durable varnish. He has
collected it in sufficient quantities to cover hie
!clmin-bolts‘ The same substance is found washed
j ashore between Campeachy and Laguayra.
! A French man-of-war collected sufficient td,
\ varnish the ship's guns, and it is much used by
