Alsatians Meet in Battle, One 
With French, One With 

Germans

A Meeting in Battle
Of the late Mrs. James Cusack, whe 

died last month in Havelock, the Mono v 
ton Transcript says:—She was the eld­
est daughter of the late Lucretia an< 
George M. Price, and was eighty-oni 
years old. In June, 1859, she married 
James Cusack, who survives her. T< 
them were bom five sons and two daugh 
ters, all of whom are living. They an 
Harris T., Beverly P., Havelock; Georgi 
J., Boston; Duncan C., Havelock; Uz B. 
British Columbia; Mrs. M. Bynoi 
Keith, and Mi*. Edwin W. Keith, Have­
lock.

“Look at that ruined factory,” said my 
guide to me as he pointed to the vest­
iges of four brick walls near the road.

It was near this factory that the two 
brothrs met, each in command of a de­
tachment. The battle was at its height. 
They were hardly 800 yards apart when 
they recognised each other. The German 
officer stood tall and defiant on the hill­
side; his younger brother, the French 
officer, was below urging on his men. 
Suddenly one of the officers ordered his 
men to cease firing. They refused to 
obey in the heat of the battle, and he 
thereupon held up his handkerchief. It 
was struck out of his hand and he was 
arrested is the presence of his men. Two 
days later a court-martial was held, and 
the officer who had offered to surrender 
to his own brother was shot in the pres­
ence of the whole battalion.

A strange thing that two brothers 
fighting on opposite sides should meet 
in such circumstances. Stranger still that 
the factory around which the battle was 
raging was their own.
