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REDUCTION POSSIBLEV ?m“I do not believe that divorce can be 
completely eradicated any more than 
crime can. Both are expressions of hu­
man limitations and weakness. I be­
lieve that both can be considerably re­
duced.”

As elements to a solution, Rabbi 
Lyons urged a graver vi6w of diverce, 
more difficulties in the way of procur­
ing them and enactment of a law mak­
ing it impossible for a divorce to wed 
again. He also urged greater emphasis 
on home life. He thought a more heal­
thy social tone essential also.

“We need in America a baptism of 
gtnuinc spirituality in the sense of an 
increasing growth of a compelling con­
sciousness of sub-ordination and re­
sponsibility of the human to the Di­
vine,” he continued. “We have gone too 
far from Puritanism. We have sup­
planted it with too much laxity.
