NEW YORK IMPORTS GROW.

New York, Jan. 22. — (United 
Press.) — Figures made public here 
show that the port of New York made 
an increase of $849,061,889 in imports 
in 1923 over 1922. The total for 1923, 
with a part of the year estimated, 
was $1,833,874,636, as compared with 
$1,484,822,747 in 1923. Domestic ex­
ports increased from $1,339,712,890 to 
$1,498,445,500. Foreign exports de­
clined from $35,718,979 to $32,389,546.

Total customs receipts for the year 
were $336,338,461, a gain of $56,678,582 
over 1922.

Gold and silver imports increased 
from $269,021,423 to $283,906,212. Do­
mestic exports of gold and silver 
totaled $36,596,948, contrasted with 
$14,497,673 in 1922.
