Profitable.

Spraying potatoes for blight has
been shown'to be a highly profitable
practice in experiments conducted over
a ten-year period by the potato spec-
ialist at the New York Agricultural
Experiment Station at Geneva. Some
of these tests were made on the station
grounds at Geneva, some on station ex-
perimental plats on Long Island, and
some were conducted in co-operation
with farmers in different parts of the
state. Taking the ten-year period as a
whole, all of the tests showed that
spraying potatoes is highly profitable
in New York. Tests on the station
grounds show I an average increase in
yield for the ten years of 97.5 bushels
per acre; while 205 volunteer experi-
ments, covering seven years, gave an |
average increase of 54.3 bushels per|
acre. Records of the financial returns
from spraying for the different years
show. that the practice was profitable
in this respect also,
