Graeco-Turkish Situation Has 
Improved Somewhat

TURKEY CONCILIATORY
Some Reparation Already For 

Injuries Inflicted —- Meanwhile 
Seeking Coal and Transport 
Vessels in England in Case ot 
Outbreak -

London, June 19—Turkish naval offi­
cials have arrived in^England on a mis­
sion for the purchase of coal and trans­
port vessels in preparation for a possible 
war between Turkey and Greece. The 
Graeco-Turkish situation, however, has 
improved.

Turkey has replied in a conciliatory 
spirit to a Greek note demanding that 
the persecution of Greek residents of 
Asia Minor cease, and demanding repar­
ation for injuries already inflicted, and 
has further invited the powers to send 
agents to Asia Minor to make a thor­
ough investigation of the Greek allega­
tions. Germany has already agreed to 
this proposal, and in the meantime a 
court-martial at Smyrna has sentenced 
forty-seven persons to terms of imprison­
ment, varying from three to five years, 
for pillaging the Greeks, and has dis­
missed several officials responsible for 
the disorders.

The Turkish reply has not been pub­
lished, but it is understood that it con­
tends that it was the forced emigration 
M Mussulmans of Macedonia in a body, 
which provoked reprisals in Asia Minor, 
and expresses the regets of the Porte 
at these disorders.

SUIVRE* Of THE 
TRAFFIC IN OPIUM

The Hague, June 19—The third in­
ternational opium conference has reach­
ed an agreement that the international 
convention, looking to the suppression of 
the opium traffic, drafted by the confer­
ence in 1912, can come into operation as 
soon as the adhering powers have rati­
fied it, despite abstention of some of the 
powers.

This convention aims not only at sup­
pression of the opinm traffic, but inter­
national traffic in cocaine and other nox­
ious and habit-forming drugs. The re­
presentatives of forty-four nations hare 
taken part in the conferences on this 
subject, although not all have signed the 
convention.

From $20 to $100 a Head The 

Motive For Rmiming Risk of 
Jail Sentence — Three Buffalo

Rochester, N, Y., June 19—Three Buf­

falo men, convicted of bringing Chinese 
from Canada, were sentenced in a fed­
eral court here yesterday by Judge 
Hazel. George Swatzenburg, indicted 
jointly with Thomas (“Dick”) O’Brien, 
after they were caught in a small boat 
near the American side of the Niagara 
River at Buffalo, will spend a year in 
the Erie county penitentiary. O’Brien 
pleaded not guilty, and was held In 
$4,000 bail for trial.

Melvin Tucker and John Oherst, 
caught «landing Chinese at the foot of 
River street, Buffalo, pleaded guilty and 
were sentenced to six months each.

In presenting the cases. United States 
District-Attorney O’Brien said the route 
of a syndicate engaged in smuggling 
Chinese had been traced by officials from 
Toronto through St. Catharines to Fort 
Erie, where the aliens were housed until 
smugglers got a chance to take the» 
across the river at $80 to $100 a head.

International Patrol to Clear Atlantic of Derelicts
Cutlers To Be Stationed One In Western, Other In Eastern Waters ef The Ocean — First

Time By Co-operation Among Nations

Washington, D. C., June 19—To free 
the North Atlantic of derelicts, the rev­
enue cutters Seneca and Miami, early in 
July will- establish an international pa­
trol in these waters, as authorizey by 
the International Maritime Conference 
in London last year. At present the two 
cutters are working out of Halifax to 
warn vessels against icebergs which may 
cross the paths frequented by steamers 
between Europe and America. As soon 
as the danger of icebergs has passed, the

two cutters will searoh for derelicts, 
which imperil shipping.

One of the cutters will make its 
headquarters somewhere in the Azores, 
and confine its duty to the European end 
of the trans-Atlantic routes. The other 
will make its headquarters either in 
Newfoundland or Nova Scotia., and lim­
it its efforts to the American end of the 
well travelled courses. All prominent 
countries keep the waters for at least 200 
miles off their coasts - free from other 
obstructions, but this will be the first

time that an effort has been made by in- 
teroational co-operation to dear the high 
seas of derelicts.

A majority of the derelicts In the 
North Atlantic are carried from the 
shores of the United States, by the Gulf 
Stream and other currents, towards Eur­
ope and drifted by currents off the Euro­
pean coast. The two cutters will use 
gun-cotton to demolish the derelicts. 
They are equipped with wireless and, 
through other vessels, similarly equipped 
will keep all posted as to the location at 
obstructions to navigation.

She said 
that Lane was not so drunk that be did 
not know what he was doing. He creat­
ed quite a disturbance in the neighbor­
hood during the evening, and earlier in 
the evening took a whip from a team 
standing near and tried to jump on the 
horse’s back. She said he used very bad 
language, and the woman who was with 
him was very much frightened. He told 
her to come along with him, and when 
she refused, he threatened her, and she 
heard him say it was always some wo­
man that caused a man to commit mur­
der.
