BY MINSTERS

Members of Government Address
Women s Cenfereace in Ottawa;
Greeted by Gevernor-General

-Qttawa, Feb., 28—A frank statement
of the war situation was submitted by
members of the government this morn-
ing at the opening session of the women's
conference. The women were from every
province and representatives of leading
women’s organizations. They were wel-
comed by the governor-general and the
Duchess of Devonshire, Afterward they
| were addressed by Hon, N. W. Rowell,
' president of the privy council, -who spoke
on the general situation; Major-General
| Mewburn, who spoke on the urgent need
for reinforcements at the fromt; Hon.
T. A. Crerar, who urged the necessity
for greater production; Sir George Fos-
ter, minister of trade and commerce,who
spoke on thrift and economy, and Sen-
ator Robertson, who outlined the forth-
coming registrgtion of men. i
. The governor-general in tendering a
welcome to the delegates, spoke of the
{work accomplished by women in the
dominion’ since the w#. The spirit of
| Canadian: womanhood, he said, might be
truly said to have entered the tremen-
dous struggle. More and more, as time
went on, the struggle was becoming a
test of endurance. The spirit was here.
It was now a question of staying powers.
