A Coroher.‘:"Jul‘y Will' Funquire Into
E!{_lﬁk"‘,ﬁ l}obern' Death.

In Story'srundertaking establishment :s
the exhumed body of Elizabeth Roberts,
of Plumper’s Pass, which was interréd
yesterday. The cause of death, accord-
ing to'a medical certificate . of Dr. Rich-
ard Morrison «of Vietoria, was cardiae
disease.’ At Plumper’s Pass the opinion
among the people is that death was other-
wise caused. ' Rumors have reached the
ears of Supt: Hussey, of the provincial
police, and they are of feul play. . Cor-
oner Husell ‘was consulted and it was
decided to hold an inquest.

Story to exhume the “body, and.the in-
quest-began. &t 3 this afternoon and was
going on when the Times went-fo press.
At the 'inquest evidence - was .given
that the deceased, a widow, has been suf-
fering for several weeks and'‘the neigh-
bors “asked that a medical man be called
in, which was not done. ° She gradually
sank and died last Sunday. On Monday
_the body was brought to Victoria and ex-
amined by Dr, Morrison, who gave a cer-
tificate of death, in which he states that
she died of cardiac disease, strikes out
the words to the effect that he had at-
tended -her during her illness, and says
that he last saw-her on the 30th instant,
which was yesterday. . - With this certi-
ficate the interment was allowed by the
authorities. . :

Coroner Hasell says that no ‘medical
man can tell thefcause of death by look-
ing at a body, with the exception of cer-
tain forms of skin ® disease, including
smallpex; but - above  all cardiac disease
could not be proved without a post
mortem examipation and no such examin-
ation-'was held.  The decéased" womin
was -a native of Rutland; England.

HE 'WENT 10" BEATH VERY COOLLY

The Doommed Man Made u Short Speech
./ on the. Scaffold—He Acknowledged
"He Was a Guilly' Maun - His Neek
- Brokhen—~His Crime.

Albert Stroebel,-the Huntingdon Mur-
derver, was .execyted at. the provineial
jail at 8.05 this 'mornimg. He met death
calmly and bravdly, preserving to the last
that cool demeamor which characterized
him during his two trinls and sentence to
death. The wotk ‘at the jail: this morn-
ing was done expeditiously, and the con-
demned man was not on the gallows. over
five minutes before. the bolt was pulled,
letting the tray fall from under him. He
made a speech on the gillows, freely ac-
knowlédging his guilt, exonerating all who
‘had to’ do with his convictibn and execu-
tion, and expresding dthe-Bope that he
would meet all ‘in Hieaven. . :

Stroebel did mot pass a very good night,
although it cannet be said that he show-
ed any signs ‘of -despair or distress. - He
was busily engaged in writing in the early
evening, being chiefly engaged in copy-
ing passages from = the Bible specially
called to his motice by Father Nicolaye.
It was past midnight when he went to
bed. He slept soundly until three, when
he awoke for the last time. He made no
further effort to west. About 6 Father
Nicolaye arrived:at-the jail, accompanied
by Rev. Father Van Goethen. Both
prayed with him, and the former, with
the exceptions of a few minutes for cdh-
sultation with Sheriff McMillan,  remain-
ed ‘with him - constantly to-the last mo-
meent. - The: prisoper received Governor
Moresby, superintendent of the peniten-
tiary, a little afiter 7. Mr. Moresby ar-
rested ‘Stroebel, and was largely ,instru-
mental in: obtaining the evidence upon
which he was convicted. He said he
hioped  the ‘prisonier bore him mo ill-will,
‘and” wished Stroebel ‘well. = Stroebel said
he. here ‘him ‘no illewill. - Mr. -Moresby
had. simply donié his duty. They shook
‘hands warmly in ‘Saying fareweH. .

The hangman then placed the prisoner
on the centre of the trap and strapped
his legs together. He then placed the
white cap on his head. The prisoner
then repeated Acots of Faith, Hope, Char-
ity and Contrition. At the comclusion
the priests knelt and began the prayers |
of the church for the dying® The npose
was quickly placed on thie prisoner’s neck,
drawm rather tightly -with the knot under
the left side of his chin.
