
THE REASON WHY
GREEN RESIGNED

Premier McBride Gives a Erank Explanation 
of the Affair — Secret Out 

at Last.

Greenwood, Jan. 24.—At last the sil­
ence has been broken. *At last a wait­
ing- province has received direct from 
the premier ljiimself a full and com­
plete explanation ot the reasons for the 
resignation of Robert F. Green from 
the cabinet at Victoria—a resignation 
fraught with such portentous results 
to the government to which he was an 
ornament if not an honor. Not for 
Victoria was this honor, the honor of 
receiving the confidence of Premier 
McBride. Not for Vancouver, nor yet 
for Nelson nor Rossland nor any other 
of the leading cities of the province. 
And this despite the fact that a dozen 
times he had been challenged at his 
meetings to give the explanation which 
he reserved for the electors of Similka- 
meen, and for the great metropolis, 
Rock Creek.

Now that the premier has delivered 
himself of the dire and dark secret 
there can hardly be any further quar­
rel with him on this score. His state-

cheers of Conservatives who did not 
hesitate to point the finger at Naden, 
the doughty Dick, of Dewdney, divest­
ed himself of the following:

“Mr. Chairman, I will now answer 
Mr. Naden’s question as to why Hon. 
Robert F. Green resigned from the 
chief commissioners*hip of lands and 
works. Ladies and gentlemen, I have 
just returned from a tour of the 
Kootenays and from Mr. Green's form­
er constituency. I find that all the old 
prospectors in. the country think that 
Bob Green is the best friend they have 
ever had. I find that all the merchants 
and business people generally find In 
him a friend and respect him accord­
ingly. I declare to you that Bob Green 
was the best chief commissioner of 
lands and works that British Colum­
bia has ever seen, and the best answer 
to the question as to why he resigned 
is that if he should run again in his old 
constituency he would be returned by 
an overwhelming majority!"

What does it matter that Mr. Naden 
still wants to know why Bob Green re­
signed?

NOT ANXIOUS TOment is so clear, so limpid, so lucid, 
the language he used conveys so thor­
oughly the idea he wishes to express, 
the reason he gives is so entirely 
understandable and so thoroughly 
satisfactory that it should be accepted 
without reserve as the last word on 
the question. Although the premier 
undoubtedly realizes the truth of the 
old saying, “better never than late,” 
hi® tardy statement should be accepted 
in all kindness and fairness. It is to 
be presumed that not until he had ar­
rived at Rock Creek had he received 
from the redoubtable Robert permis­
sion to at last reveal the frightful s6c- 
ret.

MAKE EXPLANATIONS

Nelson, Jan. 26.—The Nelson News 
to-morrow will say: “R. F. Green and 
Neil MacKay came here last night. Mr. 
Green was charged by the News with 
accepting $37,000 in shares in the 
Transcontinental Exploration Syndi­
cate by its head. Sir Adolphe Caron, 
and explaining that shares were ac­
cepted by Mr. MacKay.

“Mr. Green refused to avail himself of
