Winnipeg, Oct. 1.—H. A, Porter, of
St. Louis, Missouri, manager of Mod-
ern Miller, is visiting Manitoba for
the first time, for the purpose of look-
ing up those engaged in the trade.
Mr. Porter made some very gratifymng
statements from a western Canada
point of view, concerning the very
strong and rapidly increasing demand
throughout the old world for Canadisn
flour. He showed bundles of Iletteis
from leading firms, the largest flour
buyers of the world in many cities in-
cluding London. Amsterdam, Helsing-
fors, Hamburg, Glasgow, Christiania,
buyers in the world, in many cities in-

garding Canadian connections. The
demand this year, he says, is larger
than it has been for the pdst five
vears, possibly more than ever befcre,
for Canadian flour.
Blacksmith’'s Wages.
Winnipeg, Sept. 30.—Work on the new
schedule of wages for blacksmiths- of
the Canadian Pacific Railway ° Com-
pany was completed to-day and a
most satisfactory conclusion was
reached. Under the new schedule the
blacksmiths will receive 42 cents per
hour instead of 351-2 cents per hour
as under the former schedule. The nen
will work nine hours per day instead
of ten. The new schedule wili be
$3.78 per day. The rate of 42 cents per
hour will obtain in the territory ex-
tending from Port Arthur to Broad-
view. From Broadview to Kamloops
the men will be paid a higher rate
namely 45 cents per hour, $4.05 per day.
From Kamloops to the coast they will
be paid 43 cents per hour, $3.87 per
day.

EMIGRANTS FOR
BRITISH COLUMBIA

G. A. Villiamson, Representing a
British Organization, Had Inter-
view With Government.

G. A. Williamson, organizer of the
emigration department of the Central
Unemployed Body, London, England,
had an interview with representatives
of the provincial government on Mon-
day, when their scheme tor sending
people into Canada was talked over
unofficially.

The organization that Mr. Williamson
represents was formed to act under the
provisions- of the “Unemployed Work-
men’s Act,”” passed by the Imperial
House in 1905. Its governing faculty
embraces some of the leading men of
the Kingdom. During the past year
about 5,000 immigrants were introduced
into Canada under the auspices of this
body, the most of whom were located
in Ontario.

The process of election which was ex-
ercised in ‘determining the fitness of
these. immigrants, found this number
suited for the places they were destin-
ed to fill, out of 16,000 applicanis.

By the provisions of the act under
which it is organized the immigration
department is prohibited from- dealing
with persons of the pauper class, but
financial assistance is extended in cases
o meet the expenses entailed by the
transportation of immigrants into a
new countiry. Mr. Willlamson reports
that many of those to whom advances
nof money were made to enable them
to come into the country last year,
have already refunded the money or
1ade considerable advance toward that
end.

The cost of the journey into British
‘olumbia has hitherto stood as an im-
rracticable barrier against immigra-
‘lon to this province by the people to
vhom the good offices of the organiza-
tion are extended, although Mr. Wil-
liamson says there are 4 great many
who manifest a deeire to come here.
If satisfactory arrangements are made
with the government or other parties
desirous of encouraging such immigra-
tion the emigration department will be
prepared to divert many people to this
province,

SECRETARY TAFT'S TOUR.

No Truth in Sensational Reports Re-
garding Strained Relations Be-
tween States and Japan.

Tokio, Sept. 30.—Secretary Taft in the
course: of his speech at municipal din-
ner to be given in his honor to-night is
expected ‘to deny emphatically the re-
ports that ‘the relations between the
United States and Japan were at any
time :strained.. This. has developed as
a result of the publication in the Ashai
of a special dispatch from London as-
serting. on high authority that the
Washingion statesmen are “tired of
the attitude of . Japanese officialdom,
hence the dispatch of the American
battleship fleet to the Pacific and the
changed. tone of the Japanese since or-
ders were issued.”

In view of the extremely friendly at-
titude of the Japanese towards Mr.
Taft, the publication of the dispatch
caused uneasiness and surprise here.
Japanese newspapers sent representa~
tives to Mr. Taft, who immediately said
he would give a reply in his speech to-
night. !

The progromme mapped out for Sec-
retary Taft has again been changed.
He and his party will leave Kobe Wed-
nesday.

NEW DOMINION
OF NEW ZEALAND

SIR WILFRID LAURIER
SENDS CONGRATULATIONS

Customs . Revenue For Six Months
Shows Llarge Increase Over
Same Time Last Year

Ottawa, Sept. 30.—On the occasion of
New Zealand being created a dominion,
Sir Wilfrid Laurier sent the following
telegram to Premier Ward, of New
Zealand:

“Ottawa,, Sept. 25.
“To Ward, Wellington.

‘“Best wishes and all success to the
new dominion.

‘“(Signed) LAURIER.”

Premier Ward has sent a reply to the
Canadian Premier:-

“Wellington, Sept, 25.
“To Sir Wilfrid Laurier Ottawa,

“The new dominion heartily thanks
her elder sister and hopes to follow in
her foot steps.

“(Signed) WARD.”
Customs Revenue.

The customs of the Dominion for the
six ' months ending August shows an
increase of 36,418,290 over the same time
last year. The total collections for the
past six months weré 3$31,412,785; the
collections for August were .$5,203,638;
an increase of $546,225 over August last
year.

‘Writs have been  issued for three
federal bye-elections.. The elections
will take place on October 29th.

Conciliation Board.

Judge Peter Wilson, Cranbrook, has
been appointed chairman of the board
of conciliation and investigation ‘into
the Hosmer mines dispute. He is also
chairman of the. board of conciliation
between the Copper & Smelting Com-
pany and its employees.

Pulp Wood.

The government is taking into con-
sideration the question of the exporta-
tion of pulp wood, and it is expected
that at the-next session of parliainent
a measure putting a stop to the zale of
such wood outside the country will be
passed. The matter has been brought
to the attention of the administration
owing to the tremendous inroads that
have been made upon the pulp wcod
resources of the country in recent
years. The drain for both the home
manufacturer and for the foreign mar-
ket has become so great as to alarm
those who are thoroughly- alive to the
situation. If it should continue on its
ptesent scale it will be a serious mat-
ter in the near future. The govern-
ment has been urged from many
quarters to take action to prevent the
destruction of the pulp wood resources,
and it is convinced that something
ought to be done, and that without de-
lay.

Ottawa’s New Hotel.

The plans for a new hotel at Ottawa
have been altered. The architecture
has been changed from Italian Gothic,
which is that of the parliament huild-
ings, to Noerman Gothic, out of ~>mpli-
ment to Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s Norman
ancestry. The hotel is to have a front-
nge of 135 feet on the Wellington street
approach with a depth on the Macken-
sle avenue side of 50 feet. It is ex-
pected that the building will pe at
least seven stories high.

A NORTHERN TRAIL.

Royal Northwest Mounted Police Have
Completed it for. Four Hun-
dred Miles.

Advices from Hazelton stdte that the
Northwest Mounted Police have com-
plated the trail from Edmonton, Alta.,
through Fort St. John to No. 4 Cabin on
the old telegraph line, 80 ‘miles above
Hazelton, and that it is one of the best
lald trails in the country. The police
have been working on the trail for
three seasons and have cut it eight feet
wide throughout its length of 408 miles,
rough-graded it and built innumerable
bridges. It can, according to those who
‘have traversed it, be made into a good
wagon-road in the future.

The trail will next season be carried
to No. 5 Cabin, and will be carried
north to the Yukon to complete .the
thousand mile road that the - govern-
ment is bullding to that place.

VESSELS DELAYED.

Sault, Ste. Marie, Mich., Sept. 30.—All
deep draught vessels, down-bound, are
waliting here on account of the low
water caused by the high northwest
wind.

Government Officials to Inspect New
Rai;ways in West--Inspector
Kitled by Train.

Ottawa, Oct. 1l—Henry Holgate,
chairman of the Royal commission of
inquiry into the Quebec bridge disas-
ter, has gone to Montreal as the com-
mission have decided not to go to New
York to examine Theodore Cooper, the
consulting engineer on the Quebec
bridge work, for a week or two. In
the meantime they will examine the
evidence already presented and will go
back to Quebec where a further exam-
ination of the wreck will be made, the
evidence that has been presented, hav-
ing rendered this course necessary.

Inspecting Railroads.

Ottawa, Oct. 1.—Collingwood Schrieb-
er, chief consulting engineer of the
government, and Mr. Lumsden, an-
other official, leave to-day for Winni-
peg and western points to conduct a
thorough inspection of railways lately
constructed in the West. They were
to leave Saturday but decided not to
go until to-morrow. :

Temporary Quarters.

Edmonton, Sept. 30.—The govern-
ment of Alberta took out a permit
Saturday for new temporary legisia-
tive assembly hall and offices. It will
be seventy feet in frontage, 40 feet
deep, 33 feet high in two stories. It
will be of brick and concrete construc-
tion with galvanized roofing. It will
be completed before the end of the
vear. The cost will be $10,000.

G. T. P. Appointments.

Montreal, Oct. 1.—A, M. Tisdale, as-
sistant to the general transportation
manager of the Grand Trunk, has
been appointed assistant to the . vice
president and general manager of the
Grand Trunk Pacificc. He will be sue-
ceeded by D. Crombie. William Blaik-
lock, superintendent at Montreal of the
Grand Trunk, has been appointed en-
gineer of maintenance of the eastern
division with headquarters at Mon-
treal, and is succeeded by H. E. Wil-
lenberger.

Crushed to Death.

Sydney, Sept. 30.—Jas. Whiteford, of
Brockville, Ont., inspector here for the
C. P. R., was killed on Saturday, being
caught between two trains on the in-
ter-colonial pier. The coroner’s jury
returned a verdict of accidental death.

Application Refused.

Toronte, Oct. 1.—Justice, Teetzel has
refused.a reserve case in the matter of
Frank Capelli, condemned to be hanged
for the murder of a woman on the
north shore of Georgian Bay.

In Critical Condition.

Toronto, Oct. 1.—Rev. Alex. Camp-
bell, of Palmerston avenue, was seized
with appendicitis while on a parochial
vigit yesterday. He was removed to
the general hospital and operated on.
Little hope is held for his recovery.

Indian Chief’s Trial.

Regina, Sask., Oct. 1.—Five members
of the R. N. W. M. P. have left here
for the North to conduct the trial of
the chief of the Sandy- Lake tribe of
Indians at Norway House, for the mur-
der of a squaw some months ago. They
will be joined soon by Commissioner
Perry, who has been especially investeéd
with judicial powers to try the case
and pronounce sentence by the depart-
ment of justice.

FATALITY AT RACE TRACK.

Man Killed and Three Injured During
Bicycle Race in Germany.

Berlin, Sept. 30.—One man was killed
and/ three, including Bobby Walthour,
the American rider, were seriously in-
jured in a. series of accidents yester-
day on the Spandau bicycle track.
During a one hundred kilometer race, a
Jpacemaker’s tire burst, throwing the
rider, who broke his'arm and suffered
other injuries. An ambulance attend-
ant who crossed the track with the in-
tention of assisting the injured man,
was ‘instantly killed as the result of
colliding with Walthour’s pacemaker,
Hoffman, whe was thrown to the
ground, and caused Walthour to fall
The latter sustained a severe concus-
sion of the brain, and was taken to a
hospital, where he remains uncon-
scious and in a serious condition. The
pacemaker was severely hurt when he
collided with the ambulance man.

MYSTERIOUS DEATH.

Ithica, N. Y., Sept. 30.—H. Douglas
Fowler, a Cdbrnell freshman from Gal-
veston, ‘Uex., died here yesterday af-
ternoon after a mysterious illness. The
circumstances surrounding his death
gave currency to the rumor that he
died fromn injuries sustained in the
“rPush” last Wednesday evening. The
rumors caused the university authori-
ties considerable concern to-day, and
President Churman gave the matier
his personal attention. Dr. C. H. Bea-
man, who attended Fowler, denied that
the “rush” had anything to do with
his death. His mother has refused to
-permit an autopsy.

ACCIDENTALLY SHOT.

Portage, Oct. 1.—Peter Garrioch, aged
19 years, lies in the hospital with a
bullet in his breastt He had been
shooting wolves and rested the butt
of a loaded rifle on the ground while
he talked to an employee of a farm.
A puppy came frisking around and in
jumping, the animal’s foot came in con-
tact with the trigger of the rifle, which
was discharged. The bullet entered the
lad’s side and went through to. the
right armpit, breaking a rib in its pas-
sage.

Miss Roca Zipp, of Evansville, .Ind.,
died of typhoid fever, brought on by ex-

cesgive dancing.

BANK LOANS. -

George Burns Talks on the Present
Situation in Money Market.

Winnipeg, Sept. 30.—“I think the
banks have loaned up to their limit.
and that business has expanded to a
greater extent than those made with
the banks,” was & statement made to-
day by George Burns, general manager
of the Bank of Ottawa, when discuss-
ing the alleged money stringency. He
also pointed to the fact that the state-
ments as to a curtailment by the banks
were quite mistaken. The government
returns, he = pointed ' out, showed a
steady expansion of current loans.

Regarding the criticism of the banks
for loaning money abroad, Mr. Burns
said that was the result of a misap-
prehension. Some banks were transact-
ing business outside of Canada, and
they are getting deposits from outside
of Canada as well as lending money
at the same places. It was imperative
for the banks to keep a certain amount
of cash immediately available, zna the
only way they had of doing this was
to lend it on call in New York. To
this course the only alternative was to
kesp the money idle in the vaults of
the banks.

Speaking of commercial conditions,
Mr. Burns was quite hopeful. As to
the west he did not wish to speak as
he had just arrived. 5

COAL FOR WARSHIPS,
Seventy-five Per Cent. of Fuel

United States Fleet Must Be
Purchased Abroad.

For

Washington, Sept. 30.—Before leav-
ing Washington, the President instruct-
ed Admiral Cowles, chief of the bureau
of equipment, who has been charged
with the arrangements for purchasing
the coal needed for Admiral Evans’ Pa-
cific cruise, to inform the American
bidders that the President would be
willing to award the constract to Am-
ericans provided that bids were not
more than 50 per cent. in excess of the
foreign bids, They have been given
until Wednesday to reply, as on that
day awards will be made. Owing to
the fact that the total American bids
cover only about 25 per cent. of the
coal needed for the cruise, it will be
necessary to award contracts for the
75 per cent remaining to owners of for-
eign bottoms.

JAPANESE PRESENT
CLAIM FOR DAMAGES

Dominion Will Pay Money and Van-
couver Will Be Asked to
Refund Amount.

Ottawa, Oct. L.—Dr. Munro, Cana-
dian immigration agent at Vancouver,
was asked yesterday as to his authority
for demanding: passports direct to Can-
ada from Japan from Japanese upon
arrival there. A’ “telegram was re-
ceived from him to-day stating that it
was formerly the eustom to do this and
he was merely reviving it. He had
been asked to stop it as it is an in-
friction of the treaty.

Japanese Consul-General Nosge wait-
ed on the government to-day and pre-
sented a claim for damages caused by
the riots in Vancouver. The damages
amounted to between $5,000 and $6,000.

The cabinet will meet to-day and
pass the amount. There will be no
quibbling over it, the money will be
paid and the city of Vancouver will be
asked to refund the amount.

Fireman Kiiled in Railway Wreck--
Boy Kicked to Death
By a Horse.

Barrie, Ont., Oct. 1.—A fatal wreck
occurred here Sunday night, when three
freight trains following each other from
Hamilton pulled info Allandale yard.
The failure of the brakes on the third
caused it to strike the centre train.
The engine of the latter was wrecked
and the fireman, Rcbt, Blackburn, of
Coehill, Ont., was Killed. The other
trainmen escaned injury by jumping.

Instantly Killed.

Toronto, Oct. 1.—Struck by a car com-
ing in the opposite direction while he
was engaged in fixing one of the blinds
and while leaning out over the devil
strip at the corner of Bloor and Rob-
e#»{ streets, Chas. Billingswrath, 29
years old, a  conductor, was instantly
killed last night, his skull being frac-
tured.

Fry, 32
years old, a carpenter, was killed here
by falling down an elevator.

MURDERED BY POLICE.

Two Former Army Officers Killed in Jail
Yard at Belgrade.

Belgrade, Servia, Sept. 30.—The authori-
ties to-day completed the autopsy over
the bodies of Maxim and Milan Nova-
kovics, the two former army officers who
were killed in the jail yard in a fight with
the prison guards. The report of the doc-
tor goes to prove that the two men were
victims of police ferocity. It was found
that the wounds which caused death were
not inflicted by themselves, as had been
reported. 3

The Novakovics were members of one
of the leading families of Belgrade. One
of them was editor of an anti-regicide
journal. The other was married three
months ago. Orders have been given
that the police prefect in charge of the
prison be prosecuted on a charge of wil-
gyl murder.

Hayes’ car was
badly smashed, and he was so seriously
injured that he died in the hospital on
Sunday.

Ottawa, Sept. 30.—Albert H. Dewd-
ney, late a wholesale jeweler in To-
ronto, whose failure a few months ago
involved $150,000, was arrested at Ham-
ilton race track by Detective Bleakley
on the charge of obtaining $2,000 from
Solomon Lorie of this city by fraud.
Dewdney, it is alleged, exploited in To-
ronto the stock of a binder twine com-
pany supposed to be operating in New
York.

To Increase Trade.

Montreal, Sept. 30.—Increased trade
between Canada and the West Indles
was the theme of an address delivered
by Sir Daniel Morris, the imperial
commissioner of agriculture to the
West Indies in an address delivered in
the reading room-of the board of trade
to-day. Sir Daniel thought steps
should be taken to make the service
between Canada and the West Indies
a weekly one. This would be a very
large factor in increasing the trade.
He also suggested that the board sup-
port the resolution that had been
passed by various boards recommend-
ing the appointment of a commercial
agent for Canada in the West Indies.

Scottish Students.

Quebec, Sept. 30.—Among the pas-
sengers on the new Allan liner Gram-
pian, arrived from Glasgow yesterday,
were nineteen theological students
from Scotland on their way to Mani-
toba, Alberta and Saskatchewan,
where they will engage in mission work
for the Presbyterian church of Can-
ada, and at the same time complete
their studies in Manitoba college, Win-
nipeg. Fifty students have been en-
gaged, the balance coming out latter.

SEIZED SHIP'S PAPERS.

Captain of Russian Gunboat Took Li-
cense of Vessel Which Was Later
Returned.

San Francisco, Sept. 30.—Capt, Stens-
land, of the fishing barkentine City of
Papetee, which arrived to-day from the
Okhotsk sea, reported that on June 19th
the captain of the Russian gunboat
Manjur took possession of the City of
Papettee’s papers, saying: “You have
no right to fish here.”

The captain says he relied: “We have
a right and are going to fish anyway.”

He continued: “On July 10th the
Manjur returned our papers and said
that the crew on the schooner John D.
Spreckles went on shore for water and
wood and set the grass and trees on
fire at Little River, and that it was
necessary to land a crew from the Man-
jur and put out the fire.”

CONFERENCE IN LONDON

Great Britain Takes Steps to Ascer-
tain Views of Delegates
at the Hague.

London, Sept. 30.—Great Britain is
sounding the great powers, including
the United States and Japan, through
her delegates to The Hague peace con-
ference, according to the Daily Mail,
regarding the holding of conferences in
London in the autumn of 1908, to en-
deavor to arrive at an agreement re-
garding contraband and other ques-
tions of naval warfare, ang it is be-
lieved that her propositions will be ac-
cepted.

Unintentional Neglect.

The Hague, Sept. 30.—W. T. Stead has
published in the Courier an article en-
titleg “Honor to Whom Honor is Due,”
in which he recalls the occasion when
the conference rendered international
courtesies, at the first sitting when
telegrams were sent to Emperor
Nicholas and_Queen Wilhelmina at the
laying of the foundation stone of the
Peace Palace ang at the plenary sit-
ting of September 2ist, when homage
was rendered Emperor Nicholas as the
initiator of the conference and Queen
‘Wilhelmina for her hospitality.

Continuing, Mr. Stead writes; “Is
there not some else to whom the con-
ference, mindful of international court-
esies due the grest chiefs of state and
even the filial feelings due to the pro-
genitor, ought to have paid some recog-
nition, however slight? Hag the col-
lective body of the delegates no knowl-
edge of the fact that without the im-
pulsive initiative of President Roose-
velt in 1904 there would have been no
conference in 1907. President Roosevelt
is the initiator of the present confer-
ence. Although Emperor Nicholas is
worthy the greatest honor as the orig-
inator of the first conference, he played
but a secondary part in summoning the
second.”

Mr. Stead says he believes the pro-

prieties of the etiquette of international-

intercourse have been shocked by this
conspicuous, although unintentional,
neglect of President Roosevelt by the
conference which he calls “one of those
minor scandals that ought not to have
occurred.” He adds that Senor Rarbosa
(Brazil), whose position entitles him to
express the setniments of Latin-Am-
erica, might be able to suggest a rem-
edy whereby the conference, even at
the eleventh hour, might remedy this
‘“‘curious omission.”

WILL SPEND MILLIONS.

Canadian, British and New York Cap-
italists Will Invest in Electrical
Plants in Mexico.

New York, Sept. 30.—A combination
has been made between powerful, Can-
adian, American and. British groups of
capitalists for the construction and op-
eration of electrical lighting, traction
any power systems in Mexico, which
will represent an initial investment of
fully $15,000,000. New Yorkers are pri-
marily interested in the first named
syndicate. Among them are Wm. Lang-
don Hill, of the banking house of Ed-
ward Sweet & Co., and Frederick S.
Pearson, formerly chief consulting en-
gineer for the Metropolitan street rail-
ways. Sir Wm. Van Horne, of Mon-
treal, is also an investor. New Yorkers
are largely concerned in a project to
construct and operate a mammoth su-
gar refining plant at Cordolsa, Mexico.

KAULBARS REMOVED.

Gen. Novesky Appointed Governor-Gen-
eral of Odessa.

London, Oct. 1.—A dispatch to a news
agency from Odessa says that the prefect,
General Novesky, has been appointed
Governor-General of Odessa in succes-
sion to General Kaulbars.

General Kaulbars has been absent from
his post since the early part of the vear,
when it was reported that he had been
removed as the result of encouragement
which he is said to have given the Bilack
Hundreds in their attack upon the Jews
at Odessa.

ENGINEERS STRIKE AVEXTED.

New York, Oct. 1.—All danger of a
ctrike of the marine engineers on the
ocean and coastwise steamship lines
whose vessels sail from this port bear-
ing the American flag has been avert-
ed. It was declared last evening by
representatives of both the companies
and the men that a satisfactory ar-
rangement had been reached.

CHINA RESISTS
JAPAN'S DEMANDS

DEADLOCK CONTINUES IN
MANCHURIAN AFFAIRS

Garrisons Are Being Reinforced-~
The Troops Are Equipped For
Winter Service

Pekin, Sept. 30.—There has been &
complete deadlock between China and
Japan over Manchurian affairs since
June 30th last, and the action of the
United States toward Japan has now
become a feature of the situation. The
administration at Mukden and Pekin
welcome what the officials call a “re-
vival of America’s interest” in sending
the battleship fleet to the Pacific after
apparent indifferences to the Far East
situation, and as a result the Chinese
officials are resisting the demands of
the Japanese.

After four months of fruitless nego-
tiations the viceroy of Manchuria, Hu
Shih Chang, has arrived in Pekin to
explain the state of affairs in his juris-
diction. The board of war has. been
installed in a new and splendid war
office. The regarrisoning of Manchuria
is in progress. The government is
adding 30,000 troops drilled in modern
warfare to the 10,000 old-time troops
now in that part of the empire. All
these troops are being equipped for
winter service, thewauthorities being
determined to suppress the ' Chinese
bandits, whose activity always “has
been a source of annoyance to the gov-
ernment.

Japan has met these activities of the
new Chinese administration with new
demands, adding to the original ques-
tions, the post customs, Yslu timber
concession, the Shalllng mines, the
restoration of the telegraphic lines
and public buildings and the control
of rights to reside in Manchuria, an-
other question, namely, the delimnia-
tion of the Korean-Manchurian bound-
ary.

The relations between China and
Russia on the subject of Manchuria
have improved. Russia is co-operating
with China in the development of post-
al, customs and railroad facilities.

THOUSANDS DYING.

Authorities Are Unable to Check the
Cholera Epidemic Which is Rag-
ing in Russia.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 30.—The epi-
demic of cholera which broke out early
in August is spreading rapidly, and al-
ready twelve provinces are affected.
The disease is reported mostly along
the Volga, but it has got as far north
as Archangel and made its appearance
at Semiplatinsk, Omsk, Tomsk and
Uralsk, in Siberia. The provinces of
Magat, Samara, Saratav and Nizhino-
gorod are the worst afflicted. The
deaths already reach into the thou-
sands. The greatest mortality is in the
towns in the country. It has been
found impossible to check the scourge
and every day it is appearing in new
provinces.

CANADIAN MISSION
WORKERS ARE SAFE

Mr. and Mrs. Home, of Hamilton,
Were Engaged at Station Des-
troyed by Boxers

Shanghai, Seot. 30.—Details received
here to-day in regard to the outbreak
of Boxerism at Kanchow Fu, province
of Kaing Si, last week, say that the
buildings of the Catholic mission and
the China inland mission there were de-
stroyed as the result of riots organized
against worshippers of the “Great
White God.” A French priest was kill-
ed, but other missionaries, including
the Americans, Messrs Horne and Mar-
shall, and their families, are safe.

The Destroyed Station.

Philadelphia, Pa., Sept. 30.—The sta-
tion of the China inland mission at
Kanchow Fu, reported destroyed by
Boxers, consisted of two residences oc-
cupied by the missionaries, a chapel
and two schools, one for boys and the
other for girls. Mr. and Mrs. W. M.
Horne of Hamilton, Ont.,, Mr. and Mrs.
Geo. Marshall, of Chicago; Mr. and
Mrs. Hall, of England; R. W. Porteous
and J. L. Rowe, also of England, were
in ‘charge.

At the American headquarters of the
China Inland Mission in this city, no.
news has been received of the trouble
in Kanchow Fu. A letter from there
about two months ago indicated every-~
thing quiet at that time, no trouble be-
ing anticipated. The China Inland
mission is an interdenominal societ¥,
and has branches all over. The branch
in this city is in charge of Rev. H. W.
Frost.

COLLIDED WITH CRUTISER.

Provincetown, -Mass., Sept. 30.—The
refrigerator ship Glacier and the cruis-
er Des Moines were  in collision -off
Barnstable yesterday during the north-
east storm. The ships passed up the
bay to-day bound for the Charlestown
navy yards.

The Gilacier was at anchor with the
rest of the fleet at the head of the bay
yesterday when her ground tackle be-
gan to give way, and before she could
steam ahead she collided with the Des
Moines. The cruiser had her stem bad-
lyv damaged and was raked along her
starboard side by the Glacier, losing
two davifs and the boats that were on
them. The actual damage to the Gla-
cier could-not be -ascertained here to-
day. Both vessels were sent to Boston

for repairs.
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
