BACK FROM TRIP
|

Had Splendid Time at San
Francisco Portola Cel-
ebration.

E. H. Beaney, S. Lorimer, A. Locks-
ley and Corporal Thomas, members of
the British Columbia soccer team that
played two matches at -the San Fran-
cisco Portola festivities,” returned to
Victoria Thursday last at midnight,
can’t do anything else but talk of the
splendid time the Californians gave
them. First they killed them with so-
ciability and dinners and then expected
them to play soccer, with the result
that the British Columbia team drew
one match and’lost the other.

The team enjoyed the trip to the
limit. On arrival they were taken to
a_ smoking concert on the Monday
night, and were located at the Tallac
hotel, a brand new hostelry at which
the British Columbia teams’ names
were the first registered. They -were
boarded throughout their stay at the
‘Olympic Club, and on Tuesday were
taken to see the amateur boxing
championships at Dreamland rink.
Thursday they were taken to the
wrestling championships at the samé
place, where Ketchel and Miller boxed
a three-round éxhibition bout. Friday
they were taken to a theatre, then
banquetted, and were given till morn-
ing to get over it all and prepare for
the game at the Presidio on Saturday,
when they were beaten before an at-
tendance of five thousand people. The
second game they played Sunday be-
fore ‘three thousand people and@ made
a spectacular drew of it in the second
‘half.

Monday night the team was banquet-
ted at the Flower of Italy, on Broad-
way, and-left on the Tuesday for the
North., The expense of the trip was
provided entirely by the Cauifornia
people.

On Saturday night last it is claimed
there were a million people on the
streets of San Franciscé, during which
time all'traffic was stopped. The four
Victoria players have returned wear-
ing new caps, which were purchased
after a short experience of San Fran-
cisco humor. The majority of the -San
Francisco girls carried littlé Portola
canes on thé' streets with which “they
tipped off mien’s hats, and when the
owners stooped to recover them the
canes were brought down across the
owner’'s coat tails as hard as the girls-
could lay it‘on.” From Tuesday morn-
ing to Sunday night the city was in
an uproar, and two members of the
team mnarrowly escaped being locked
up when their driver knocked down
a man on' the street. The police, how-
ever, took the driver info custody and
provided aneother for the two soccer
men. 5

The membes of the team also saw
the game between the team represent-
ing the Algeria, Shearwater and Bed-
ford against ‘the California’s second
eleven, which resulted in a draw with-
out a goal being scored. The game was
pronounced the greatest exhibition of
goal keeping on the sailors’ side ever
seen in California.

The players claim that they got the
wprst of the referee’s decisions in both
games, and that they were not allowed
their own linésman.

Locksley, president of the Viec-
toria ‘and” District Association Football
League, who was manager of the
team, bears a letter from Frederick
‘Bridsall, chairman of the executive

STRIKE RICH GRAVEL

Discaver Gold While Trying to!

Escape Marine
Inspectors.

Seattle, Wash., Oct. 30.—Col, George
F. Cooke, commanding the military
post-at Fort Gibbon, Alaska, who has
Just arrived from the North, says that
there are now on the Iditarod river
2,500 miners, and that he believed
spring would witness one of the great-
est rushes in Alaska’'s _history.. Col.
Cooke said: .

“Three prospectors started down the
Xukon for Gaines creek last May in a
boat which they had hastily thrown
together. They took alorig a  boiler
which -they ‘plannéd to use ;
mining operations. Having no' desire
to row. their boat, they rigged up an
engine. On the way down they heargd
that United States marine- inspectors
were on an inspection tour-of the craft
on the river, None of the prospectors
was licensed and they knew the boat:
would be condemned as jumk if the
eyes of the inspectors’ ever’ alighted
on it, Fearful lest the inspéctors catch
them, they travelled up the Innoko as
fast as they could ‘and when they
came to a large tributary, which hap-
pened to be the Iditarod, pushed = up
that stream until they could go no fur-
ther by boat.

“As time was hanging heavily on
their hands, they began to prospect. It
was not long before they found rich
gravel. They staked out claims and
ran their boat back to a trading sta-
tion on the <Yukon, called Anvik,
where they bought supplies’ and re-
turned with as little delay as possible
to the new diggings, keeping their
strike a secret. %

“News- of the find,” however, soon
leaked out, @nd hundreds flocked to the
diggings from far up.the Yukon and
from Nome, Fairbanks and the Innoko
district.”

HENRY FAILING
MAKES LAST VOYAGE

Will Be Converted Into Barge’

When She Reaches East
Coast.

The departure from Tacoma of the Am-
erican ship Henry Failing, which passed
out to sea at Cape Flattery two days ago
bound for New York, marks the passing
from this Coast of another of the old-
time American_clipper ships now fast dis-
appearing. The Failing is ‘on her last
trip, having been sold t6 Easterners, who
will convert her and two other Pacific
Coast sailing ships into barges. The other
vessels are the ship J. B. Thomas, out 123
days from Puget Sound for New York,
and the barque Sea King, out 60 days
from Puget Sound for Bath, Me.

The Failing was built at Bath in' 1882,
and has operated for years on this Coast.
The Sea King is the oldest of the trio,

having been built at Bowdeoinham, Me., "

in 1877. The Thomas was built at Thomas-:
ton, Me., in 1881.

The Failing carried from Tacema, 1,383,-
451 feet of lumber, consisting of timbers
and spars for ship building purposes. She
also has 150 spars ranging in size from 60
to 110 feet long. Her cargo is valued at
$30,992.

The voyage is unique, in that her last
trip under canvas should be with ma-
terial for constructing ships which have
supplanted her type. She is in command
of Capt., Harry N. Burgess.

MUCH FLOUR.

Hilton and ‘“Tennessee Jack’” were
taken into custody on the ranch owned
by James Logan and Hilton, and are
now on their way to the county jail at
Colville. Logan was arrested at Daven-
port.

Logan and the dead woman started
from Logan’s ranch to Blue Creek,
ostensibly to close a real estate deal,
and when near the spot where the body
was burning, Logan left the rig to
throw open a gate, After the woman
had driven through Logan is said to
have shot her. The body was then car-

Logan drove to Blue Creek and board-
ed a train for Davenport, where he was
arrested.

The woman was employed as a cook
and helper at the Hergersheimer ranch,
where she had been working for six
months. Robbery is the supposed mo-
tive for the crime,

SAN MATEO LOADING
FOR PHILADELPHIA

First of Regutlar Line of Steam-
ers Between West and
East Coasts.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Seattle, Wash., Oct. 30.—The first sailing
in a regular line of steamships from
Puget Sound to New York and Philadel-
phia will be made by the departure of
the steamer San Mateo, which is to-day
taking on cargo for the long journey. The
service is projected by Bates & Ches-
brough, of San Francisco, who have in-
terested Eastern capital in the enterprise.
The -San Mateo, which is a steamer of
2,000 tons net, will carry around the Horn
a full cargo of canned salmon, the ship-
ping firm having offered a rate good
enough to attract traffic away from the
Tehuantepéc railroad route. This vessel
Will be followed by the steamer J. L.
Luckenbach, 3,192 tons net register, which
is loading salmon at Bellingham. Other
steamers will follow these as the trade is
developed.

It is thought the intention of the ship-
ping men behind the enterprise is to work
up & strong traffic connection in anticipa-
tion of the completion of the Panama
anal, when, with that shorter and
quicker route, water carriers will be able
to compete with the railroads on a more
even basis.
