poon, completely wrecking the isiand. At
the capital, Kingston, fully 200 houses
were demolished. - Throughout the isiand
the destruction 3yas on'a wholesale sgale,
pearly all the plantations and buildings
ling razed and  obliterated. A dozen
wowns or villages were destroyed.” No
aoproximate estimate of - the - damage
bas been reporied, but the island is prac-
geally ruined. St. Lucia suffered mostly
¢rom rain and land slides, the deluge last-
ine ten hours.  Thirteen lives were lost.
The full extent of the damage nas no
been computed, but it is much less than
in St. Vincent. The hurricane struck
the Island of Barbadoes on the 10th,
completely wrecking that flat, exposed
island and sweeping away ten thousand
houses, while damaging thousands more.
This left three-quarters of the population
homeless. Over 100 were killed so far
as known.

' FIFTY MEN ENTOMBED.

Fire Damp Explosion in a Pennsylvania
Mine—Eight Bodies Recovered.

%ittsburg, Sept.’ 23.—An _ explosion of
fire damp occurred at the Umpire coal
mines pear Brownsville, Pa., this morn-
ing. Fifty men were entombed. ~ 'Two
have been taken out dead.

Thera were 130 men at work at the
time and all but about 50 escaped with-
out imjury.

Five men are beleved to have been
killed.

Rescuing parties ‘are now trying "to
reach the unfortunate men.

"Hundreds of women and children sur-
rcund the mouth of -the pit, and the
scenes among them are pitiful in the ex-
treme, as many fear- that loved ones
are dead. o

Immediately following the explosion
of gas there was a second explosion of
fire damp. There were 140 ‘men in the
mine at the time of the explosion. Of
these 58 were in"the entries 9 and 10.

Four men, Jacobs, Davis, Walker and
a Hungarian, were near the mouth of
the entries. The others were far in.
When the explosion came these . four
men made a rush for the main landing,
which they succeeded in reaching. They
finally crawled out to the open air.

Of..the: 58 men in entriex 9 and 10,
these four are the only ones known to
be alive. ‘They say there is no possible
chance for the escape-of the other 54.

At“Y o'clock this afternoon five more
bodies were recovered and it was feared
none of those ‘still entombed- will be
taken out alive.

The names of the dead are: James
Hall, John Bennett, Harry Hager; John .
Cartwright, William Pritehard, John
Haisto, S. Hastings.

At 1:30 p.m. 27 of the entombed min-
ers returred to town. They escaped by
travelling a mile and a half of an un-
derground passage. ;

Another body, that of Robert Davis,
has been .recovered, making eight dead.

Nineteer miners -ave-stii~tnaccounted
for. AN who escaped are imjured: or
burned either slightly or seriously. The
dead are unrecognizable, being burned
and mutilated.

A partly improvised morgue was ar-
ranged-at the entrance of the mine, The
explosion is said to have been c¢aused by
the loosening of a large block of cogl
which opened a pocket of gas.
