Destroyed-—Hotel Guests
Escaped in Night Clothes

Perth Junction was visited by a dis-
astrous fire early this morning by
which Dionne’'s Hotel wag practically
totally desroyed and along with it the
resigence of Mrs, ‘Williamn Mallory near
by, together with nearly all the out-
buildings belonging to the two plac:s
THe fire broke out about two o'clock
this morning in an outhouse in the rear
of the 10tel. The cause is not known
but there is no indication that the
blaza was of incendiary origin. Owing
to the lorg: spell of dry weather, the
buildings were like - tinder and the
flames spread with such rapidity that
in a very few minutes practically the
whole main hotel building was enve-
loped. The hotel was crowded with
guests at the time, and a number bf
those had very narrow escapeg, sever-
al of them managed to get out of the
building clad only in their night clothes
However, as the
warm and sultry, this was no great
hardship. Most of the outbuildings

completely destroyed and the main
building is so badly gutted that it is
scarcely worth repairing. Willlam
Perry proprietor of the Minto Hotel,
at Grand Falls, was among the guests,
and in addition to all his clothes he
lost his pocketbook containing $700.
‘VVa.lter Scott, of Plaster Rock, lost ev-
éry stitch he owned and did the town
until this morning in his night shirt
along with a coat that some one lent
him. From the hqtel the flames jump-
ed to the. residence of Mrs. William
Mallory near by. All the outbuildings
attacked were burned and tfle resi-
dence portion badly gutted, but that
portion of the building used ag a store
suffered only slightly’ and practically
the whole of the shop 1g8till standing.

CHICAGO, July 7—More thrililng ad-
ventures with the wind and water were
added yesterday to the stories of the
international halloonists in their race
from Chicago “to establish a new long
distance record. The Canadian balloon
King Edward, with John Burnett as
pilot and Gerald Gregory, 15 years old,
as the other member of the crew, drop-
ped into Lake Michigan twice.

Like the Ville De Dieppe, the French
balloon, which nearly cost the lives of
Captain A. E. Mueller and George
Schoenecan, when ten miles out from
the Illinois shore, the King Edward
sank into the water and submerged the
two occupants to their shoulders. They
were nearly in mid lake when the bal-
loon took its first dip. '

“We had just lost sight of the sky-
rockets and Fourth of July display in
Chicago, when we suddenly felt our-
sclves sinking into the lake with a
fearful drop,” said Gregory, who re-
turned yesterday. The balloon nearly
landed near Port Huron, Mich.

all our ballast, but we could not stop
the car from striking the water. Thig

SEOUL, June 15 (via San Francisco,
July 7)—Nearly 1,000 Koreans have
been murdered by the Korean insurg-
ents and so-called patriots within the
last few months.

ANNA AND HELIE
MARRIED AT LAST

The Geremony Took Place In
London Today

Will be Followed Later by Religlous
Servico—The Wedding Was
Yery Quiet.

LONDON, July 7.—Madame Anna
Gould and Prince Helie De Sagan
were married at a registry office in
Henrlette street, off Covent Garden,
today. The subsequent ceremony was
conducted at the French Protestant
Church on Soho Square.

There was absolutely no secrecy
about the wedding. Prince Helie last
night announced to representatives of
the newspapers that all difficulties hav-
ing been overcome, and all arrange-
ments completed, the marriage cere-
mony would occur immediately on the
opening of the registry office in Ien-
riette street this morning. Wotwith-
standing this the Prince and Madame
Gould made a determined effort to es-
cape the crowd. They had &« large
motor car waiting at the main en-
trance of the hotel all the morning.
When the hour for them to leave,
however, the couple, accompanied by
three friends. left the hotel By a rear
entrance, and entering ordinary cabs,
drove to the back entrance of the 1eg-
istry office. The civil ceremony was
most simple. Outside of Prince Helie,
Madame Gould, the witnesses and the
officials of the office, no one was pres-
ent. e

Armed with the registrations certi-
ficate the party  again leaving the
building by the back door, drove in
cabse to the French Protestant shureh,
hidden away in a corner of Ooho
Square. The party passed into the
church almost unnoticed. They were
followed by only a half dozen report-
ers and a few plainly dressed parish-
joners. At the conclusion of the ccre-
mony the pastor led the way back to
the vestry where the church ragister
was signed, the names being set down
in the same form as at the registrars,
the witnesses in - both cases heing
Baron Defonteneimat and C. Bouach-
auvin.

STRANGE TRAGEDY
IN A GIRL'S HOME

Young Woman Kills Two With
a Pistol

Bullsts Were Aimed at Charles Ingle,
But May Baker Was Shot
by Mistake.

CBICAGO, July 7—A ‘12spatch to the
Reccrd Herald from Vincennes says:
NMiss May E. Baker, 20 years cld, is
dead, and- Charles Ingle, 40 vears old,
is mortally wounced as the result of a
remarkable tragcedy in the girls’ home
yesterday. Miss Ollie Youngblood Ellis,
a cousin of the girl killed, admits, it is
said, that she fired all the shots, and
says she was trying to drive away In-’
gle, who, in a fit of rage, had seized
Miss Baker, threatening her with bod-
ily harm. Ingle insists he was only at-
tempting to warn the women, who,
e says, had enmeshed his sister’s hus-
band, to leave town, and he claims tha
shooting was withcut provocation. The
bullets which ended Miss Baker's life,
were aimed at Ingle, who, Miss Ellis
savs, at.the time, had the girl in his
grasp. Ingle was taken to th2 jail on
suspicion that he had killed the girl
and despite prompt treatment of his
wounds, the surgeons hold out no hops
of. his recavery.

Ingle's brother-in-law, Richard Love-
jay, was locked up pending a full ine
vestigation by the police.

INDIANS ARMING TO
ATTACK THE WHITES

Snake Trihe In Oklahoma are Imporling
Rifles—Their Demands Have

The demand is that the
Snekes be given their allotment of cer-
tificat>s which they have herotofore
steadily refused, It is said that “Crazy
Snake” issued an ultimatum yesterday
in which he said that the certificates
were delivered today, the Indians
would make a charge upon the
whites in their initial step, driving all
the white people from the former In:
dian nation.
