Lee:Creem for Dyspepsia.

The report recently in one of the
medical journals from a well-known
physician of recovery in three cases of
gastric ulcer following a diet of ice
cream, says the New York Times, re-
vives attention to the beneficence of
this diet in certain forms of dyspepsis.
The first patient of the trio was & woman
of thirty-five, wio had lost twenty-five
pounds  from inability to sssimilate
food, and also suflered great pain. She
was put on ice-cream diet, and for two
months she consumed from one to three
quarts daily, By the end of that time
she had gained twenty-four pounds and
her ordinay diet was resumed.

The theory is that the ho;uh{ intes-
tines recover first from the chill of the
frozen food, and do the digestive work,
giving the diseased membrane rest and
semi-insensibility, while the cream af-
fords ample and excellent nourishment.

Pretty Photograph Frames.

Don’t throw away the corrugated
paper that comes around botttles; the
prettiest kinds of photograph frames
can be made from it, says the New
York Recorder. Cut out four pieces
the desired size; about eight by ten
inches, With & sharp knife make
openings to show the pictures, either
the conventional square, round or oval,
as fancy may suggest. Paste pieces of

cardboard the same size on the
back, leaving a space in each
to slip the picture in. Procure

from any Japanese goods shop a spr:
or two of artificial apple or chel
blossoms, and decorate the frames
sprigs of these. Fasten the four fo-
ether in either scroll or screen shape
by means of narrow brown ribbon tied
in bows through holes made in_corres-
ponding corners.

The Art of Milking.

Discussing milkers, the New York
Times decl there is no doubt what-
ever that bad milkers may do as much
harm as would make all the difference
bet ween & good cow and a poor one. It
is an easy thing to spoil a good cow by
bad milking, and that there are many
bad miikers is as true as that there are
many poor cows. It is not, by any
means, & rare thing that s bad milker
will reduce the possible yield of a cow
one-half—that is, every day the yleld
of milk is lessened » little, and intime
the cow is spoiled for the season, And,
before the cowa are convicted of being
unprofitable, it might be well to test
the milkers. There is considarable art
in milking well. Themilker should be
juiet, kind, deliberate in his move
ments, gentle in the handling of the
wow, should have soft hands, and should
not forget that the cow's teat is & deli

nte organ, exceedingly sepsitive, and
must be used with knowledge of its
aotion in yielding the milk. It is not
mly & receptacie to be emptied by
pressure but it is a pneumatio machine
for filling itselfl again"when emptied by

the elasticity of ita muscular parts,
whicl and as soon a8 the pressure
s temoved by which the milihas been
squoesed out of it. The pressure by
which the milk is forced out of it must
e gxerted in the right direction, that

is, from the above downward, and not
in such a way that the milk is forced
wok into the ndder. This error in
manipulstion of the teat ‘often injures
the cow, and, at any rate, lengthens the
timo O the milking., But this time
must not be shartened or hastened too
much. The udder is not & mere recep
taole for the slow collection of the mi

during the intervals. between the milk-
i tina mtlnmﬂ, made up
of glandalar tissues, w chufudur
ing the act of milking fnto milk. The
milk is really made during the processof

milking, and when this is well’ under-
stood, with all the bearings and conse-
quences of it, much light is thrown on
the maoner in which the milking
should be done.

May Revolutionise Farming.

One of the most important experi
ments in economic agriculture has been
undertaken by the Hlinols experiment
al station. [ta “object is to discover
whether the excrescences which natur

ally form on the roota of clover, peas
and other luguminous plants, and
which enable such plantas to decompose

the atmosphere snd use its nitrogen
may not be also made Lo grow on corh,
oats and other planis of the geass fam
ily. If this csn be accomplished it
will be possible to make corn, oata and
wheat renovating crops, as clover and
peas now are. The {mm of experi
menting is to inooulste corn Oat
roots with the bacteris taken from the
warta on the roota of clover, This
must be done gradually, as the bacteria
from clover will not live if given at
firat, an entirely diflerent kind of plant
to feed on. 'The bacteria are propagat
ed at first in a culture media, only
portion of which consists of watery so-
lutions of clover

S0 far the experimenits have entirely
failed on oats, but they have been part-
ly succeasful on the roots of Indian
corn. The corn plants whose roots
youlated were alightly more
and had more fine roots. It was
bacteria from a corn extract that was
tried upon oats. Perhaps if an oat ex
traot had been used for propagating
the bacteria inoculated in that plant it
also would have been a partial success.
It will be interesting to note if we can
give individual plants of corn or other
grains the power of appropriating at<|

mmphezir nitrogen, whether the great

Effsct of » Long Load on the Draught.

The draught of a load is easiest when
the front of it is the heaviest, as the
traces of the team partly draw upward,
and thus lift the load a little and help it
over the rough sarface of the road.
When the load is drawn on a sled on
the snow or ice, this is not of such im-
portance as on & common road. - The
centre of gravity then will be a little
in advance of the middie of the vehicle,
and with & long-connected pair of bob-
sleds it will be, or should be, at least &
foot in advance of the centre. The
nearer the centre of the load is to the
team, the easier will be the deaught.

Hen Nests.

How shall we make our hens’ nests
is, nowadays, & question much discus-
sed by poultrymen. A great many hum-
bugs have been invented—wire and
cloth, orsack nests, etc.—each one re-
commending his or her invention, but
none are as good as the old box nest.
Fill well with new straw or fine hay.
Keep them so they are tempting to the
biddies. Wood 1s s great protector
against uncleaness, of which cloth is
not; wire is very good. No matter
what kind of nests you use, always
keep them clean. There is no part of
the hen house worse to breed vermin
than the nest is.

The hen wants warmth to the nest in
winter, which is what will drbw vermin.
Never allow one lot of straw to remain
over t;o wieeks, u;ég;m han“hri: sit-
ting, then it is & to w in
sulphur and lime mixed equally. Itis
a great enemy of lice and will not hurt
the at all; put this in twice dur
ing the three weeks of sitting. Donot
let the pest get the best of you. One
houy of work now will prevent tendays
when the warmer weather comes on.
When you take old straw out of the
nest always burn it.—Ohio Farmer.

A Strong Hog Trough,

A strong hog trough may be made of
sawed lumber. For every three feet
length of trough use s plank support
two or two and one-half feet long,
twelve inches wide, and two inches
thick. S8aw out from the middle of
each piece a right angle triangular
piece with the sides forming & square
of the same lgngth. Use boards one
inch thick for the sides, and nail the
trough together as usual with the tri-
angular sawed out of the two inch stuft
for cnds. Now set the trough in the
angles sawed out, but far enough away
from the end piece to nail from the in-
side of the trough into the supports
and put the triangularjsawed from the
supports for the centre, and nail that
ifter cutting enough from the bottom
comer to let water run through. We
wre indebted to the American agricul
turist for this sketch and description.

Size of Stall for a Cow.

A moderate sised cow of 800 pounds
weight may rest quite eaaily in a stall
three and one-half feet wide. The floor
may be no.more than four and one-half
feet long from manger to end, when
there is & manure gutter in use I'his
size floor keeps the cows cleaner than a
Ineger one. The partitions between the
stalls shiould be long enough. to prevent
one cow from standing sidewiss, so that
she may step on the teats of the next
one, an incident which may be very
serious. The safest tie is a chain, hav
ing & ring to run on an iron bar, fitted
in front of th 1 trough on one end,
and & snap hook st the other end to
faston to & ring in a leather stiap on
the neck.
