There was nothing ecclesi­
astical about it, as there was with the 
policy of the Methodist ; it provided

He had wondered why the Method­
ists were so ready to accept the con­
stitution of the Presbyterians, and 
had been Informed the clergy were 
opposed to It, though the laity was 
strongly in favor of it.

The basis of union provided for the 
creation of a stationing board, but It 
allowed the congregation to call their 
pastors and get rid of them. Elders

Continuing Judge FcBbes said the 
great argument for church union was 
the demands of the west—the great 
necessity of the churches uniting 
their forces to meet the requirements 
of the influx of people of all national­
ities into the west.
