our New Brumswick soils is serious
enough to constitute an important
problem. Since pulverized limestone
has been found just as effective as
burnt lime, as well ag a cheaper and
more advantageous form to use, and
limestone deposits are widely distrib-
uted over the province, the Depart-
ment of Agriculture has purchased a
first class portable pulverizing plant,
which will be used to make demon-
strations in the production of this ma-
terial in as many localities as possi-
ble during 1915. A charge will be
made just sufficient to cover the oper-
ation of the machine during the actual
process of pulverizing.

The machine has a stated capacity
of two to three tons per hour, depend-
ing upon the hardness of the stone
and the size of the pieces. The feed
opening will take pleces of rock five
inches thick, eleven inches wide, and
any length, but pleces larger than this
must be broken before fed. An
elevator attachment makes it possible
to bag the material, or load directly
into a wagon or sleigh box.
