Itallan Headquarters in Northern
Italy, Feb. 11— (By the Assoclated
Press)-—The Austrians have launched
another attack against the Italian posi-
tions west of the Brenta river, along
the same Fronzela Valley leading to
the plain where the Italians recently
defeated them with heavy loss. Thelr
artillery opened fire early yesterday,
continuing throughout the day, first
on the west side of the valley, then on
the right.
Evidently the purpose was to regain
the strategic heights on Monte Val
Bella and the Col from which the Sas-
sari brigade and the Bersaglieri drove
them back a fortnight ago.
An intenie cannonade was followed
by an infantry advance, which was
first centered against Monte Val Bella
and Col Del Rosse, but reconcentra-
tion of the Itallan batterfes checked
and finally stopped the advance.
