Board in joint session in the Windsor
Hotel here today. As a result of con:
ferences commenced then and contin-
ued tomorrow it is expected that a
board of railway labor commissioners,
consisting of equal numbers of rallway

r representatives and representa-
tives of the Canadian Railway War
Board acting for the employers will
be inaugurated at once not only to
interpret and administer the McAdoo
award for Canadian roads, but to un-
dertake to deal with all railway labor
districts in Canada for the period of
war, thus making the possibility of
strikes much more remote and reduc-
ing irritation to the lowest possible
point by guaranteeing a special board
of experienced railroaders to deal
promptly and expertly with any mat-
ters of difference which may arise
“The spirit shown by the Canadian
raflways and their employes, and
their common desire to do everything
possible to win the war, is truly grati
fying,” was the comment of Senator
@Gideon Robertson, acting minister of
labor, who acted as chairman of the
Joint meeting.

Refer Matter Back.

“It must borne in mind,” sald one
of the war board officials, “that the
representatives of the men have yet
to refer the matter back to their
chief executives and that a great
deal remains to be done in the way of
drafting a sort of constitution for the
new rallway labor board, or what-
ever it is to be called. But this

The move arises out of the adoption
of the McAdoo award as applied with
amendments in the United States to
the Canadian Rallwys. The detils of
the working out of the award are com-
plex, and it was suggested by the
Canadian Railway War Board that a
board somewhat similar to the board
in the United States, should be ap-
pointed with equal repredentation for
the employes and the Canadian Ralil-
way War Board.
Through the department of labor
over one hundred representatives of
railway labor in Oaneda were called
to a meeting here yesterday morning.
These representatives flnally express-
ed approval of the board's proposal,
subject to the confirmation of the chiof
executives, but added that the scope of
the new commission or board should
include all matters of railway dispute
for the duration of the war. This was
accepted by the Canadian Railway War
hoard.
One important body of railway labor
Avas not represented at the meeting
but officials of the Canadian Railway
War Board felt thatof cousea place
would be kept open for any recognized
railway organization such as the one
M question.
The first meeting of the new body
will be held tomorrow to draw up an
outline of its scope. This will be re-
ported back at once to the principals
on either side for endorsation.

Repressive Measures Against
Party in Germany.

New York, July ~Repressive mea-
Sures against socla.is's are being pm
into effect by the German authorities,
#ccording to Socialist Deputy Bauer,
/whose spepch before the Reichstag on
June 4 is quoted in German newspap-
Ars received here. Bauer said the so-
sclalist newspapers were being held
back at some fleld post stations by
onder of high officlals and that com-
plaints made to the War Minister wenre
futfle. Conditions in Breslau werds
worse than elsewhere, There, he
said, the authorities have forbidden
meetings of the members of the Socias
dst Party. The treatment accorded to
Ahe pacifists was unworthly and in-
sulting, sald Bauer, while the propa-
sanda of the “politicions of conguest”
s not only allowed but promoted.

“While the Soclal Democrats in the
6th Army District in Breslau are ab-
solutely outlawed,” declared Bauer,
“the Fatherland Party is allowed to
hold meetings without molestation and
enrol new measures. Our party seo-
retary in Breslau was disciplined by be-
ing drafted into the army because he
forwarded the complaints of the wives
of soldiers.”

Bauer demanded that the Minister of
War should prevent the general in com-
mand of the Breslau district from mis-
using his authority.

Sharpshooters Use Many

Branches of Service To As-
sist Them on Firing Line.

Behind PBritish ILines 1in France,
July b.—(Correspondence of The As-
sociated Press)—Sniping and counter.
saiping has béen reduced to & fine art
in modern warfare, and the sharp
shooter uses many other branches of
the service to assist him. An incident
which occurred a few days in the Brit-
ish lines in Flanders shows how a lit-
tle antillery work is sometimes neces-
sary in bringing about the undoing of
the German snipers.
