Met Him--A Tremendous Meeting Was Held
in Madison Square. _

New York, Oct. 16—William J. Bryan
arrived in this city at 2.55 o’clock today.
His reception was an emphatic ovation.
As the trai nsteamed into the annex of the
Grand Central depot, that part of the
immense building was packed with a wait-
ing multitude.

For almost two hours before the an-
nounced arrival of the train and for fully
a half hour after Colonel Bryan was driven

o the Hoffman Hcuse in an open carriage
n. which he sat next to Richard Crokex
and, with uncovered head, bowed and
smiled, to the thousands who cheered him.
Forty Second street presented an animated
scene. From Lexington avenue on one
side to Sixth avenue on the other the side-
walks were lined with the populace.

At 2.35 o’clock the carriages containing
the Tammany Hall reception committee

L rede to the annex. William R. Hearst led

the way, followed by Richard Croker, O.
H. P. Belmont, president of the borough;
+James J. Coogan, James Shevlin, Thomas
Nixon, Lawrence Delmour and about a
dozen others. Three cheers for Croker
were given.

The narrow passageway along the tracks

was'a seething mass of people when the

engine of the Bryan train blew its warning
whistle. Then came thé mad scramble to
reach the rear car of the train in which
(Colonel DBryan was supposed to be. Mr.
Croker, Mr. Hearst and the other mem-
bers of the reception committee tried to
walk™ in a dignified manner toward the
train to greet Mr. Bryan, but the crowd
was too great. They were pushed and
shoved and hustled along until they had
almost to break into e run before they
oould swing themselves upon the rear plat-
form and give Colonel Bryan greeting.

Meanvwhile the crowd had worked itself
up to what it considered a proner degree
of enthusiasm. It cheered and hallooed and
cat-called as Colonel Bryan stepped out on
the platform. As he entered the open car-
riage and took his seat Mr. Bryan took off
his hat and smiled and bowed on every
side. Richard Croker sat next him, while
Mr. Hearst and Mr. Shevlin oceupied the
other two seats in the carriage.

The party drove through 42nd street to
Fifth avenue and then down to the Hoff-
man House.

For hours before the time set for the
opening of the doors, 530 o’clock, Mad:-
sunSq\mre Garden, whem: Col. Bryan and
the head of the state Democratic ticket.

. John B. Stanchfield, spoke, was besieged

by crowds.

At 5.30 o’clock to the minute the sound
of the exploding bombs outside the garden
announced the opening of the doors. Ip
the first rush were a few women who got
soats near the speakers’ stand. In less thap
ten minutes every Seat on ihe floor was
taken and the crowd attacked the galler-

ies.
The crowd did not appear at first to be

demonstrative. When the lghts were all
turned on, there came a brief cheer. The
big semi-circular electrical display over
speakers’ stand bore the portraits of the
two Democratic candidates, the Demo-
crat. emblem, and the Democratic watch-
word, credited to Mr. Crocker: “We wich
to wemain free people,” in great letters of
dght.

Then the band struck up a national air,
and as the people recognized Yankee Doo-
ile they got up in their seats, with un-
covered heads and waved thousands of
small American flags shouted the words of
the song.

Mr. Bryan: entered the garden at 7.15
o'clock. As Colonel Bryan, escorted by
Mr. Croker, mounted the sprakers’ stand
the cheering was continuous. The two
Jimbed the stairs and made their way to
the front followed by the reception com-
mittee. Mr. Bryan and Mr. Croker fre-
quently bowed to the vast audience. Just
behind the two, Mayor VanWyeck, escort-
ed Edward M. Shepard, who acted as
chairman of the meeting. The cheering
continized; now dying down; now being re-
newed with increased vigor. Then Mr.
Croker rose, hesitated a mema2nt and rais-
ed his hand for silence.

Instead of ceasing the cheers broke forth
louder than ever. After nearly 15 minutes
the applause began to die out. Mingled
sheers and hisses, the latter for silence,
lasted a minute longer.

«“Three cheers for our next president,”
srought out the final cheer, but an effort
to repeat it was drowned in cries of “put
him out.”

The enthusiasm nearly carried the crowd
away. When quiet was resbored, Mr. Crok-
or took Mr. Shepard by the hand and in-
troduced him to the audience, as chair-
man of the meeting.

Before Mr. Shepard could get into the
subject to which most of his address was

devoted, the crowd got so impatient to.

hear Mr. Bryan that Mr. Shepard could
not proceed. He suddenly stopped and in-
troduced President Cuggenheimer of the
council, who offered the formal pesolutions
of the evening.

These welcomed Mr. Bryan and Mr.
Stevenson to New York, approved the
Kansas City platform; opposed imperial-
sm; protested against an enormous stand-
ing army as a menace to the republic;
praised the volunteer army as being sp.f-
ficent in emergency; opposed entangling
‘oreign alliances; sympathized with the
Boers; denounced trusts; pledged the
party to bring back to the people con-
stitutional government and charged the
Republicans with having raised a gigantic
sorruption fund to debauch the suffrage.

Mr. Shepard then introduced Mr. Bryan
in a few short sentences.
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Stick or Scarf Pin,
3%-K Diamond, $1.25.

Mr. Bryan stepped to thi: railing as the
throng broke afresh into cheers. He rais-
ed his hand for slence, but the cheers
did not subside.

“Three cheers for our next presi-
dent,” came up from the &u-
dience, Mr. Bryan iaisng  his

hand in deprecation. The crowd was
about to become quiet when a flashlight
‘bomb went off iff the centre of the room.
There was great excitement and disorder
for a moment and calls for the police. A
dosen policemen rushed to the spot where
the man sat who had fired the bomb,
grabbed him and hustled him and his

. camera out into the aisle and out of the

garden.

AMr. Bryan began by referring to the vast
audience before him and said that it in-
dicated an interest in the campaign which
must be gratifying to all who realized the
importance of the questions involved. He
declaied that he was not vain to. accept
the enthusiasm manifested as a personal
tichute to himself because he said: “The
individual counts for nothing except that
he may be the instrument used by the
people to carry out their own will.” He
immediately entered upon a defence of
the Democratic cause.

He went on to say that the party draws
the line between honest wealth and pre-
datory wealth. He declared that no honest
industry, no honest occupation, no honest
man need fear the success of the Bemo-
cratic party.

Taking up the Republican declaration
of principles Mr. Brydn said that that party
is not prepared today to make a fight on
a question before the country. “And,” he
continued, “if you want proof let me re-
mind you that the Republican party to-
day, instead of presenting a great principle
and defending it is presentng an appeal
to every class of people supposed to be
approchable in any direction.”

He then went on to enumerate the vari-
ous classes to which he said the Republi-
cans were making specious appcals and he
included in the list the farmer, the labor-
er, ete.” Referring further to the Repub-
lican cleim of prospurity, Mr. Bryan claim-
ed he was willing to admit that the army
contractors and the trust magnates might
be prosperous. At this point there were
cries of “Hanna, Hanna.,” Mr. Bryan
memly responded by asking his audience
not to trifle with a great name.

Taking up the subject of trusts Mr.
Bryan declared that they had grown under
this administration more rapidly than ever
Lofore and he asserted that the Republi-
cans refused to meet the issues they
created. In the same coanection lig re-
ferred to the position of Governor Roose-
velt and Senator Hanna on the subject of
trusts and a reference in both instances
was met with groans and hisses. He re-
fermed to the ice trust declaring that ap-
parently this was the only trust of which
Republicans had any knowledge. '

Mr. Bryan outlined his remedy for
trusts, which he has frequently given in
his former speeches.

Mpr. Bryvan then turned his attention to
the increases of the standing army and
when he asked if we should have a large
army in the United States there we:e sev-
eral responses of No! No! in tha audience.

He declared that Republicans desired
he standing army for both foceign and
domestic reasons. “I believe,” he said, 1e-
peating  previous utiterances, “unay one of
the reasons why they want a lacze anny
is to build a fort in every large cily and use
the army to suppress by force that dis-
content that ought to be cured by legis-
Jation.”

Mr. Rryan referred to the Pocio lheun
legislation of the last session of con:ress
as proof of what people say. He declared
that this legi-laticn was based upon Ku-
ropean ideas and not upon American prin-
ciples. According to that document, Le
said, a president is bigger than the legis-
lation.

Mr. Bryan then declared that he was
willing to assume the responsibilities for
the ratification of the treaty :if the Re-
publicans would take the responsibility
for the treaty themselves and i>r what had
had hapjened since. I have said that the
first act of my administration will be to
call congress together and ask it to do
now what it ought to have done a year
and a half ago.

This sentiment was applauded.

In ciosing Mr. Bryan said that instead
of desiring a nation ever ready to resort
to force he wanted it to be a peacemaker
among nations. “Then,” he said, “we can
claim the reward promised to the peace-
malers and say “Blessed are the peace-
makers, for they shall be called the chil-
dren of God.”

Over Large Districts.

London, O.t. 16—Lzrd Roberis #epo.ts
. from Pretoria, under date of October 15
as follows:
i “French started from Machadodorp to-
, wards Heidelberg to clear a part of the
" mountry not yet visited by our troops.

“Malon, commanding the mounted
" troops, successfully engaged the enemy on
October 13, but our losses were severe,
three officers and eight men being killed
and three officers-and 25 men wounded.

“French occupied Carolina yeésterday,
capturing a convoy im his march.”

Lord Roberts also reports a number of
minor affairs, showing that the Beers are
still active over a wide field.
 Pretoria, Oct. 16—Commandant Miller,

with a number of burghers, has surrender-

ed to the British in Standerton. The re-
mainder of the command, it is said, in-
tended to hold out until yesterday, when
they would also surrender if they were
not joined by a large force of Americans,
who, it was said, would arrive on that

day to aid them. The Boers have burned a

number of farm houses in the Standerton

district belonging to Englishmen.

Commandant Erasmus is coming in to
arrange terms of surrender.

Generals Barton and Clements have sur-
! rendered a commando on Sewart Kop and
it is reported that the whole force will
be captured. The British at last reports
were shelling them and had killed and
wounded a number. Some prisoners were
taken. Generals Barton and Clements
fought for three days to drive ‘the Boers
into the position they are trying to hold.

At a meeting of the executive committee
of the Jchannesburg Caledonian Society

'it was resolved to apply to the military

authorities for permission to raise a regi-
ment to be known as the Transvaal Scot-
tish Volunteers. The idea is to have a
complete military unit, with mounted and
foct soldiers and artillery.

It is stated on good authority that the
National Bank of the South. African Re-
public will in the future be known as the
National Bank of South Afiica. The head
_office will be in London. The bank is in a
thoroughly sound condition, it having
evaded .the government exactions through
the care and vigilance of the management.

The men of the colonial regiments have
been given the option of recciving thuir
discharge or taking a three week' fur-
Jough, after which they mu:t ncjoin their
commands. If. they chdose to take their
discharge they will lose cartain emclu-
ments. About forty membirs of the Im-
peral Light Horse have sigmiied their in-
tention to take furloughs. The others wiil
take their discharge. The voluntcer com-
panies of some of the regiments are to he
ginning to leave for home.

Lord Roberts has issued an order au-
' nouncing that General Sir Redvers Buller
has relinquished the command of the Na-
tal force. In the order General Roberts
thanks General Buller for h's services, and
says that his ability and grest success
caused the collapse of the Beer acmy in
the castern part of the Transwaal. A train
has been derailed at Kaah river. Three
persons were killed in the accident.

The Boers have broken the railway at
Vrakfontein. They fought u smiill force
that was sent to repair the 'ine, killing
several and wounding a numter.  Some
ctl ers were taken 1Yisoners The nfle biig-
ade is proceading to clear them vut.

Gereral Knox is in Heilbron, General
Delisle in Reitburg and General Barton in
Krugersdorp. All of them have had skir-
mishes with the Boers. Five hundred pris-
oners taken by the British in Lydenburg
have been taken to Cape Town.

The British re-entered Bloemhof, mnear
Kimberley, on October 14, unopposed, and
captured fifty Boers.

Col. Hughes in the Saddle.

Coboconk, Ont., Oct. 16—Lieut. Col. 8am
Hughes, M. P., for North Victoria, was
ucanimous'y re-nominated by the Conser-
vatives of the riding at a convention held
here yesterday. Col. Hughes was present
and accepted the nomination.

A Toronto Man.

Toronto, Oct. 16—Capt. C. Sta. Pearse
is reported in a cable from Sir Alfred
Mi'ner to the governor general, a3 stated
by an Ottawa despatch today, as danger-
ously ill at Pretoria, is a Toronto man.
Capt. Pearse before enlisting in the Mount-
ed Infantry, was an officer in the Royal
Canadian Dragoons, stationed &t the Stan-
ley barracks.

Safe at Ottawa Now.

Oitawa, Oct. “16—(Special)—Four more
Canadian soldiers, who returned from the
Transvaal, arrived in Ottawa today in the
persons of Robert Burns, John E. Gervan,
R. R. Thompson and Chris Holland. They
are not all Ottawa boys, for only Burrs and
Garvan really belong here, but they were
in the South African campaign with the
detachment of troops from this city. Hol-
land belongs to Pictou and Thompson
comes from Ireland.

Still Announcing That Departure.

Brussels, Oct. 16.—The Transvaal agency
has received a despatch from Lorenzo
Marquez confirming the report of the im-
minent departure of Mr. Kruger on board
the Dutch warship Golderland.

Reports of Commanders.

Ottawa, Oct. 16—(Special)—The depart-
ment of militia received today additional
reports from the commanding officers of
the Canadian contingents in South Africa.
Col. Otter’s report is dated from Juste
Fabrieken and covers the first week of
September. He writes that Private James
Carnegie made a claim to him for issue of
the medal from Chitral, acknowledging
Fimself to be a deserter from the reserve
of the imperial army. He had served seven
years with the Gordon Highlanders under
the name of James Clubb. Col. Otter re-
ported the case and handed him over to his

former regiment, &t the same time striking
his name off the strength of the battaliun.
The regiment, (ol. Otter says, was doing
exce.lent work on the line of communica-
tion.

Major Ogilvie, of “E” battery, reports
the death of Trumpeter Bradley, of *“‘B”
battery, Quebec.  His report covers frem
August 27 to September 9.

Major Ogilvie reports the arrival of
Loots and warm clothing from Col. Biggar
at Cave Town.

Licut. Col. Evans, commanding the sec-
ond battakon, Canadian Mounted Rifes,
writ:s frem Noctigedacht, under date of
September 8. He gives an account of the
repulse of the Boer attack on their position
at Middleburg September 5th. The post
consisted of 100 men under Major Sanders
formerly of the Northwest Mounted Police.

Sanders and ILieut. Mocdie were slightly
wounded and Bergeant Hayne, Sergeant 1.
MecCullough, Privates W. Strong, A. Shun,
B. W. Clendinin and T. Dixbury were kili-
ed. Major Sanders was complimented by
General Hutton upon his ‘repulse of the
Boers and the gallantry of the force was
reported to Lord Roberts. On September
3 Lieut. Col. Evans received a quantity of
clothing from England, sent out by the
wife of Lieut. Col. Alderson.
