The People and Press Wrangling
, _ Over Peace

A Feeling General That the Ne-
gotiations Ought Not to Have
Been Undertaken So Soon---
What the Peace Terms Are
Commonly Thought to Be--
Seven Jingo Professors Rush-
ing Into Print--Dissatisfadtion
Bound to Come, No Matter
What Terms Are Finally
Agreed Upon.

Many different opinions are held by
prominent men in all classes as to what
terms Japan ought to demand from Rus-
'sia, but the following is understood as be-
ing generally agreed upon:

1. That the lease of Tairon (Dalny),
Arthur, and other concessions obtained
by Ruseia in Manchuria be transferred to
Japan. :

2. That Manchuria Le opened to the
commerce of the world, and the adminis-
tration of Manchuria be taken in hand by
Japan until order has been completely re-
stored.

3. That the Russian warships interend in
neutral parts be delivered to Japan.

- 4. That the Eastern Chinese Railway be-
come Japanese property.

5. That Saghalien be ceded to Japan.

6. That that part of the Amur region
ceded to Russia by China in virtue of the
Pekin treaty be ceded to Japan.

7. That the Amur and its tributaries be
declared neutral waters, and the warships
of the powers be allowed to use the waters
freely.

8. That a certain area on the frontier
of China and Siberia be made a neutral
zone where all military operations and un-
dertakings shall be prohibited.

9. That the minimum amount of in-
demnity be from 2,000,000,000 to 3,000,000,
000 ven.

One opinion urges that the amount of
indemnity need not be fixed, and it should
be arranged that all expenditure incurred
by the campaign as well as all other ex-
penditure arising in connection with the
war be paid by Russia.

It is stated that Professor Terao, an
authority on the law of nations, who is a
foreign office councillor, has sent in his
resignation in order that he may De free
to express his opinion publicly, as an ex-
pert on the terms of peace.

isting and future privileges there; an in-
demnity of 3,000,000,000 yens; the trans-
fer of all vessels disarmed in mneutral
ports; the concession -of navigation and
fishing rights in the Amur, and the open-
ing of Blagovestchensk and Stretensk to
international trade.

Such are the opimions of the press and
people. And hear what the Kokumin
(newspaper), the government organ, says:

“It is only right' for Japan to accept
Russia’s proposal of peace. Fighting is
not the sole object of Japan, nor is vic-
tory by fighting. Japan is fighting for the
peace of the Orient and in self-defence.
Perhaps Russia has come at last to seek
peace because of the pressure brought to
bear by the Powers, as the only course
left for Russia, the contest having just
been decided.- But the situation has only
advanced a step towards peace. 1f indi-
viduals should indulge in advancing their
views and open a sort of public debate
in regard {o the terms of peace the enemy
will benefit by the publicity and the
fruits of viatory will be lost. In saying
this, we do mot wish to suppress public
discussion, but if the public is not reti-
cent on the question of terms it will be
impossible for Japan to attain an honor-
able and profitable pease.”

The Yomiari, commenting on the above,
remarked that it did not know whether
the government wanted an honorable or
a dishonorable peace,” but it was under-
stood that the terms of peace proposed by
the government will not be in conformity
with public opinion.

Now it will readily be admitted that
the government is facing a_most difficult
problem. The conduct of forces in the
field can safely be left in the hands of
the commanders, but the drafting of the
terms of peace—‘‘the reaping of the fruits
of victory”’—is a matter for which -the
ministry is necessary responsible. Nor
will there be much difference of opinion
as to which is the more difficult task of
the two. It will be impossible for the
ministry, even with the assistance in ex-
perience and ability of the ““Elder States-
men,” to draft terms that will satisty the
nation as a whole. There is a strong ele-
ment of jingoism in the Japanese press,
and it would be a heroic programme in-
deed that would satisfy the seven pro-
