1t s unju<t to say that Mr Froude is not
a historian, and a historian of rare emi-
ngnce and merit. His zenlous researches
have enabled him to unearth many new
ayd most valuable facts concerning the
Tuador era; bis judgment of historical
characters is olten clear and stamped with
evident truth and impartiality ; hisstyle
is  singularly attractive, graphic and yet
simple,and has a charm peculiarly adapted
to holding the interest and  impressing
facts and causes upon the mind. Still, the
main charge which Mr. Pbillips brings
aguint him, of partisanship, eannot be re-
butted. Mr. Froude, both in his histories
and his lectures, has been unable te resist
the fascination which historical study sel-
dom fails to create, of being the cham
pion of certain parties and ‘charnc-
ters. A lively imagination and' en-
thusissm are especialiy suhject to this
danger ; and it is -nearly as impossi-
ble a leat as there is in literary science, to
to be a judicial bistorian. Macaulay shows
bimselt a violent partisan on nearly every
page : Gibben, amid all bis stately calmn
and imposing warch, has not escaped a
similur témptation ; while Hume, who. be-
gan to write his history a Whig, and he
came a Tory as he wrote, thus proved his
gincérity, and gave the Iust vonvincing
roof extamt of historieal impartiality.
Mr. Froude's evident admiration of the
Tudors, his laudation of Henry, hisdefence
of Elizabeth, the care with which he soft-
ens the traditional portrait of Bloady Mary,
betray in what direction his zeal and fancy
have led his powers as an advocate. An
advocate, and not a judge, he must be
called ; for upon his conclusions an intel-
ligent reader may pronounce, though the
facts which he has evolved Irow ‘oblivien
with a care and patience deserving all
praise and honor, may hardly with modesty
be called in question by any one who can-
not claim to have undertuken the rame
ta<k, and thus possessed himse!! of the same
{raits.

The House Commerce Committee deter-
mined to-day to report to the House and

proper for such cowmerce. They are*
to be authorized to offer a bounty of ot
more than $15 per ton, to be paid each
year for a period of five years for the con-
stnétion in the United States of

steamships, of $12 per ton for og
stcamships of not less than one thou-
sand tons each, nor exceeding five hundred

thousand tons in the aggregate; and not
more than one .hundred thousand
tons shall be authorised in any one year,
these ships to be employed exclusively in

making provision for and entering into
any contract for payment of a bounty,
provide for one line of iton steamships, of
the description mentioned, between some
port or ports in the United States and one
or more in the principal ports of Great
Britain, and also one or more of the prin
cipal ports of the Continent of Europe,
one first-class line botween New York city
and some principal port or ports ia tie
West Indies and Mexzico, one between Nawc
Orleans and the West lndies and Brazl,
between New Orleans and Mexico,
and one betwecn San Francisco and Au-
stralia and New Zealand,and other islands
of the Pacific. Several other provisions
are made in the bill, including bonded
stores and supplies free of duty to United
States vessels employed in the foreign
trade or in the fisheries, under regulations
prescribed by the Commissioners, This
bill has been ** boiled down’” from several
cthers on the same subject, and is believed
to be quite complete in detail.- All 6f the
Republican members of theHouse Com-
mittee favor the bill, and one of the Demo-
cratic members may also vote for it in_the
House. It will, however, be lly
“considered in the light of a purely partisan
‘measire, and may encounter the opposi-
tion of almost the entire Democratic side.

Indieations are that the shipbuilding
olause in the new Tariff bill will be amenc-
ed s0 as to clear up the present ambigei-
ties, and to put on the free list more arti*
cles used in shipbuilding. A stroog effort
will be made to allow free importations of
wire, ropg, acchors and chains for shij-
bailding, and free iron for making them,
as well as free copper and spelter for the
manufacture of sheathings.
