CItRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

The Mississippi Valley Lumberman
sizes upi the Canadan situation in this
terse fasimon . "The ft.t that buyers fromi
tine eastern states ias.e paid tiret dollars
per thousand more for ittili culls on Geor-
gian Bay this year than dut ing the days of
free lumber, is a poor argument for the re-
imovail of the duty-from a Canadian
standpioint." Certainly thc Ontario lum-
ber manufacturer has ar present hitle
cause foi complaint, notwithstandng the
fact that a duty of $2 per thousand cop.
fronts iiii when seeking to enter the
United States narket. Under piesent
conditions, when the demtand equais, if
not outi citches, the supply, tis duty is not
a serions hindran.e to tiade. Reparts to
hand (lits îng the past week go to show tlit
Canadian low grade huînber is ftniing
icady sale in United States itmaîket at
satisfactory prices, while in the British
market ihee is gnod dentind for the
highe.st graJes. Comtpanies who two or
ti et vears ago were being symtpathized
with on account of hiaving on hand large
stocks of dry lumtber fo: which tley could
not find a market, to.day occupy ai eni-
able position in the trade. Stocks of stci
luniber are rapidly becomiing exhausted.
Outr reports agree in statng hliat stocks
at presenit are lighit. lediun grades, fei
which there has becn icast demtsand, are
now bcginning to be drawn uîpon, and an
improvement in price mtay be lookcd for.
The denand for shinFles is particularly
good. One hardwood ranufacturer wrtes
from the Georgian Bay district that stocks
of hardwoods are being shipped out, in
ansecr to local denand, alittost as soon
as sawn. This correspondent mentions
having recently reccived an offer froni a
manuiacturing firm in Cleveland for 300,-
ooo feet per year of maple, common and
better, for a period of five years, at the
price of $13 per thousand. "This," says
our correspondent, "looks as if the market
would be ail nght for inapLe." Ainetican
owners of timber un the Georgian Bay
district will probably find sote difficuliy
under presenit circunstances arranging
with Canadian mils to man.facture ilcir
timber, as ntîis un the Georgian Bay
district are ikely to be opîeratcd to theitr
full capacuty on owners accouant. An
American journal stales that this timnber
wîil be allowed to remian tinmanufag.
tured for the present, in tht expectation
that when the Intern.tional Commission
shall -tgain meet, the Ontario regul.ition
prohubiting the exportation of logs wdli
bc dont away with. anwhile, Inetiier

there is any probahility of tlie (tilill
ment of titis expectation or not, Cana-
dian manufacturers of lumber will no
doubt take the fuilest possible advantage
of the present favorable condition of the
markets at home and abriu Id.

real and Quebec to Br:iish ports has just
commenced, the first arrivail ai London
fron Quebec having been tIte steamship
Montenegro, carryng a consiginment of
deails from Richard R. Dobeil & Co. A
rafi of 11,ooo pieces of sqluare: timber,
selected rock clin and oak, 60 feet in
length, cut i Michigan, passed down the
Si. Lawrence a few dais ago for Qulebec,
where it will be lnaded for Europe. The
condition ai the British Marker is such
that luiless shipilients aie miade too
rapidly and too large, satisfactory prices
are hkely to be reaiz«d thtrotighout the
seasii. Conditions i 'New Brunswick
conlintie satisfactory. The curailmtent in

slaanuifaciuni og throigihout this province
last year owing to tie overpiis stock and
conseitent lOw prices in the I;Iitisht
market, left a lt', h less qialntity of stock
than lii su-in Ile hands of imiainufacturers
for export this season. The imtilis aie
reported to be it active operation and
the bulk of the winter's cul of logs has
been successfully tloatedi to lthe imilis.
Coast freiglts reml:tin liri, while occan
freights have advar.ced considerably.
New Brunswick shingles are findng

ready sale on tie Boston market ait prices
ranging froi 53.0 to $3.1i, as conpared
with Sa.60 to $2.65 for Michigan and
Wisconsin shingles. The Boston corres-
pondent of a new York lumber journal
states thtat this difference in price in favor
of New Brunswick shingles is attributable
to the superior niethods of manufacture
employed in this province.
